PRIVILEGE
MR. FANE--INABILITY TO OBTAIN REPORT ON

INDIAN AFFAIRS

Mr. F. J. W. Fane <Vegreville): Mr. Speaker,
1 rise on a point of personal privilege.
It concerns the statement made by the
Munister of Veterans Affairs when tabling
part 1 of the Hawthonn-Tremblay report "A
Survey of the Contemporary Indians of
Canada" on behalf of the Minister o! Indien
Affairs and Northern Development.

Shortly after that report was tabled ini
the house on Friday the hon. member
for Châteauguay-Huntingdon-Laprairie (Mr.
Watson) spoke on a point o! privilege which
Your Honour suggested was flot a -point o!
privilege, but he was ailowed to continue
speaking because of the agreement o! afl
members who were in the house at that thne.
His point of privilege had to do with reports
appearing in newspapers throughout Canada
for a week before the royal commission re-
port was tabled. Apparently the hon. member
obtained a copy of the report immediately it
was tabled, and read from it.

My question of privillege is that represent-
ing the constituency of Vegreville ini Alberta,
I represent the Saddle Lake Indian reserve
which bas somne 2,000 residents. I have not
had a copy of the report delivereld to me yet.
I have flot seen a copy of it, and my question
o! privilege requires four answers.

First, I want to know how the newspapers
got copies of this secret document which was
not supposed. to be available to anybody until
it was tabled ini the Hlouse of Cornmons. I also
suggest that tabling one copy of a report in
the house is not sufficient for the immediate
requirements of 265 members o! the house.

I want to know why copies of the report of
this royal commission have not been deliv-
ered to, members o! the house. At the Urne I
left my office this aftennoon at 2.30 a copy of
the report had neither been delivered to my
office nor was there one i my mail box. I
also want to know when hon. members wrn
receive copies of the report so we can discuss
the matters ini it conoerning the various In-
dian reserves.
