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expansion of trunk sewer collector systems and sewage
treatment plants. This provision does not include loans
for storm sewers. While the government has the program
under continuing review, there are no immediate plans to
expand the scope of the work that may qualify for these
loans.

CREDIT INFORMATION

Question No. 373-Mr. Robinson:

1. What action does the government propose in order to keep
credit information about Canadians (a) in Canada (b) confidential
and restricted?

2. Will the government consider ways and means of controlling
the credit information collected by credit bureaus from being
given to the public generally?
