record to specify briefly each proceeding
in the House or in any committee to
which the bill or the petition may be
referred, and the day on which the com-
mittee is appointed to sit; such record
shall be open to public inspection during
office hours.

113. (1) Lists of all private bills which
have been referred to any committee shall
be prepared daily by the Chief Clerk of
Private Bills, specifying the committee to
which each bill has been referred and the
date on or after which the bill may be
considered by sach committee, and shall
cause the same to be hung up in the
lobby.

(2) A list of committee meetings shall
be prepared from time to time as
arranged, by the Chief Clerk of Private
Bills, stating the day and hour of each
such meeting, and the room in which it is
to be held, which list shall be attached to
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
