The CHINESE NEW YEAR (0,S8.) celebration comes
80 soon after the unexpected death of Sir Arthur Currie,
Vice-Chancellor and Principal of McGill University, that,
upon the request of Mr. Guion M. Gest, Founder of the
Gest Chinese Research Library, it has been decided, out
of respect to the late Principal, to omit this year the

tea customarily held in the Library.

It was upon the occasion of the Chinese New

Year's Day (0.S.) on February 13, 19268, that the Gest

Chinese Research Librery was first opened to the public,

and since that date, upon the recurrence of the old
Chinese festival season, a tea has been held each year

in the Library,

Chinese New Year's Day (0.S.).
