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would have grown and prospered in the rest

of the colonies, and another and more pow-
erful bond would have united them to the

mother country. Their loyalty to the Eng-
lish crown might have prevented the loss of
so large a territory.

Was God's hand in all this history ? God
heard the cry of His people for a shepherd.
God brought home that cry to the English
authorities. The politicians who held the
power sought rather their own personal
