ed their friends.

As a botanift, M. Thunberg has proved himfelf
worthy,to fill the chair of his immortal maft^r,

Linnaeus. He has even improved on, or, at leaft,

altered his arrangement of vegetables, by reduc-

ing them to twenty clafles inftead of twenty-four.
This is now generally followed by the lovers of
botany in other countries 5 though it is certainly

attended with the inconvenience of obliging the

aged admirers of vegetable nature to begin fome
part of their iludies anew, and has even created a

Ichifm among the profelfors of this enchanting

Icience.
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
