eity treasury of $100 a year in the fix-
ing of a local compuny's‘assessment.

Bow to Public Sentiment.

They
were ‘desirous of doing what the peo-
ple wanted: in. regard' f{o the liquor
question. Two greal oppertunities
now were advanced in the Scott Act
and local option. Both went further
than the rural program for bars,
shops and ‘clubs were 'tlike closed at
the voiee of the pub’lic.
