Officers and crew tell tales of experi-
ence in the fleld of ice on March 26
while trying to ald an unidentified
‘steamship, which was fast in the floe
and signaling for help. Before they
got close enough to give aid the uni-
dentified vessel disappeared, and it is
belleved #he sank with her crew. The
steamer was about 400 miles north of
where the Titanic went down.
