- MALE TEACHERS DECREASING.

Normal School  Opens With Scant
Masculine Attendance.

' The formal opening of the Wormal
School ‘will take place on Thursday
afternoon at 2 o'clock, when Dr. Goggin

will ‘address the prospective teach-rs.
The regular work of the term began
yesterday morning. The decline in the
number of male teachers is more mark-
ed than last year, the register on Tues-
day showing 140 lady students, while
only five male students are in atten-
dance. lLiondon and Ottawa. Normal
Schools report a similar disparity in
numbers. In London there are £even
males and 85 females and in Ottawa
there are three males and 61 females.

. An interesting report is that of the
edycational department showing the
relative number of third-class teachars.
Last. year third-class certificates were
issued to 287 men and 802 lady teachers.
These figures are significant as tending
to show that the work of teaching is
left practically in the hands of the
gentler sex. In high school work they
are rapidly supplanting male teachers,
the attendance at the Ontario Normal
College last year being 45 males and 131
female teachers.
