immense importance of the university
to the province. : .

Betterments for Teachers.

Some six years ago he had: taken
upon this subject a definite position,
which was placed on record in the
house, and this policy they had since
endeavored to carry into effect. In
1904 the amount voted by the legisla -
ture for public and separate schools
was $610,000; in 1907 it was $900,000.
(Applause.) In . 1904 the University of
Toronto was Voted $142,700; in 1907 ‘it
was voted $35,000. (Applause.) He
was not claiming any particular cre-
dit to himself in this conneetion, ex-
cept this, that he and his colleagues
had correctly gauged the true feelinrg
of the Province of Ontario in regard
to this important question.

The government had also taken
steps to improve the qualifications
and to increase the salaries of the
«teachers of the province, to bring
about the reorganization of profes-
sicnal training, while in a short time
they hoped to have seven fully-equip-~
ped normal séhools. (Applause.)

The establishment of this faculty
of education was no experiment.
Such faculties existed in all the great
universities of the world—Oxford,
and ‘Cambridge and Edinburgh, as
well as those in France ard Germany.
He was also glad to see that Queen’s
Was moving 4 the same direction.
And Queen’s, with roots which had
struck down strong and deep, was a
great factor in and an important
part of the educational Tife of the
province.
