ftSHARKEY AND THE CHEQUE.
San Francisco, Dec. 6.—Bob Fitzsimmons 

had a bout yesterday ln Justice Groeslnger’s 
court with a collector holding a Judgment 
against the Australian for $950 to favor of 
Jimmy Carroll. Sharkey’s manager, Dan 
Lynch, was summoned as a witness, but 
when he appeared he was Immediately 
placed on the stand In his own defence, an 
old debtor having garnisheed the $10,000 
nurse for a claim against Lynch of $1400. 
Nothing was done ln the Fitzsimmons case, 
but Mr. Lynch was cross-examined until 
he had tied himself up very neatly. Ho 
first declared that he had no Interest ln 
the purse. Then he stated that, ln obedi­
ence to a request by Sharkey, he had placed 
the $10,000 cheque in the hands of a gentle­
man from Montana for safe-keeping.

The court quickly adjourned to Sharkey’s 
sick chamber, where the sailor’» deposition 
was taken. Sharkey declared under oath 
that Lynch still held the cheque, and that 
he (Sharkey) knew nobody from Montana.

Up to the hoar of adjournment no trace 
of the much-wan ted document could be 
found. Sharkey is Improving rapidly, and 
wlll be on the street within three days. 
Julian claims to be accumulating evidence 
of crooked work, and promises to uncover 
a rascally Job to throw down the Austra­
lian and his backers.

Incidentally, lt Is suspected that Fitzsim­
mons wagered a considerable sum that 
Sharkey would last six rounds, and, Judg­
ing from the fight he put up, this seems 
quite problematical. All the sports agree 
that the sailor was practically a goner ln 
the first round, and that Fltz had to be 
careful ln order to avoid knocking him out 
ln the fifth.
