Washington, July 18.—The following
gtatement was given out this afternoom
uf the State Department:

The State Department yesterday re-
relved from the Philippine Commission an
important despatch conveying these facts:

By the.co-operation of the military” and
the commission, municipal governments
have been established in seven importaus:
towns in the Provinces of Manila and
Cavite. They are working admirably, and
one good effect of them is that consider-
able nombers of the insurgents are con-
stantly deserting and coming in, some of
them with arms. This system will soon be
extended to other towns, which are asking
for it. Continuea success In this direction

will be the beginning of the end. The com-
n){ssloners state that the general situation

i§ as described in the message of General
Otis of June 26, except #hat a number of

rts in. the southern part of Luzon, in
.eyte and other islands to the south, have
since been opened to trade. w~
Despatches- trom Dr. Schurman on _his
return from his trip through ithe southern
part of the archipeiago were of the same
purport. A disposition to accept American
sovercignty and to welcome our troops was
everywhere manifested. ¥

What Otis’ Report Said.

The report of General Otis of June 26,
referred to by Commissioner Denby in
bhe above despatch,. stated that as a con-
sequence of the rainy season little island
campaigning was -now possible in Luzon.
We occupy, sald Gen. Otis, a large pertion
of the Tagalog country.
from Imu:, on the south, to San Fernando
on thé north, nearly 60 miles, and east-
wards into the Luguna Province. The in-
surgent armies have: suffered great losses
and are- scattered. . The only. large force
which holds together is about 4000 in 'T'ar-
lac Provipce and Northern Pampanga.
There® are scattered forces in bands of 0
and 500 in other portions of Luzon. ' In
Cavite and Batangas Proviiices, they eould
possibly ‘assemble “as many as 2000. T}{ey
are demoralized from recent defeat. The
most of the people are rerrorized by the
Insurgent soldiers, but desire peace and
American protection. They no longer flee
from our troops, ugless 1orced by Insur-
ents, but gladly lcome them. There
as been no recent Durning of towns.
Congestion of Population,

The population within our lines has be-
come dense, taking up land cultivation ex-
tepsively. They are kept out of Manila
a8 much as possible, as the eity population
was bécoming too great to be cared for.
The only hope of the insurgent leaders is
In aid from the United States. This Is ¢he
influence which enables them to hold out.
Much contention prevails among.-them and
no civil government remains. The frade
with ports not in our possession, the for-
mer source of insurgent revenues, is now
Iriferdicted. General Otis doubted the wis-
dom of this policy, as people in those ports
are without supplies or food, and the mer-
chants are suffering losses. He meditated
at that time the restoration of trade pri-
vHeges, ab'hough the -insurgents might
reap some nenett from it, a plan whieh
has since been partially carrl d into effeet,
Lhe courls are iu successiul operation un-
der the direction of able Filipinos.

| In the Other Islands.

Affairs in the other islands are compara-
tively. quiet, awaliting results ~in Luzon.
Al were anxlous for trade and repeated
calls for American troops were received.

OVER SIXTY HOUSES BURNED

Quebgc Suffers Seriously Again From
‘Fire—There Was a Small
Beginning.

NOTRE DAME CHURCH IN DANGER

Royal Canadian’ Artillery Turned
Out and Tore Down a Couple
of Houses,

Quebec, July 18.—At 3 o'clock fire broke
out in the first storey of a house occupied
by the family of a man named Nadean,
a shoemaker, corner of Richardson-street
and Boulevard Langelier,

e The upper part
Was occupled by the -proprietor; .a- roofer,

Damed Edmond Barbeau.” Before the fire-
men’arrived and got to work, the fire had
made considerable progress. The woodwork
In the vicinity of the fire. was dry and ig-
nited - like ' tinder. Next to the building
where the fire originated was a shop full
of inflammable. material, such as varnish,
oils, ete., belonging to Barbeau,

Unfortunutely there is a break in the
water main, and the supply of water by
the old pipes was very poor.' A strong
northeast wind was blowing, and the fire
Spread rapidly, notwithstanding the fire-
men’'s efforts. 3

A detachment of the Royal Canadlan ar-
tillery, under command of Major Stone and
Captains Benson - and Imlah, wés called
from the citadel, and they set to #work at
once pulling down two houses belonging
to Meosrs. Guay and Bourget, In order to
stop. the progress of the fire.

At 5 o'clock 29 houses had been destroy-
ed, and tke fire was still raging tlercely,
threatening to spread in the direction ot
the large  Congregation de Notre Dame
Church. (Roman Catholle), situated on the
corner of St. Joseph and Caron-streets. At
7 o'clock the fire brigade succeeded in get-
ting the fire under control, but not before
it had reduced to ashes between 60 and 70
houses. The: fire covered three blocks in
area, from Richardson-street, on the Boule.
vard Langelier, to St. Francis-street, de-
stroying houses on King-street and on both
sides of the street between St. Anselme
and Boulevard Langelier. Loss, $100,000;
insurance, $£50,000.

MOTORMAN AND CONDUCTOR HURT

Several ‘Arrests Made—Linemen at
Cleveland Threaten to Join
the Strike,

New York, July 18.—Fewer cars were
running on the Brooklyn trolley lines to-
day than yesterday.

MURDERING 15 B BUGINESS

In One Section of Hungary Wives,
Husbands and Sweethearts
Being the Victims,

ONE WOMAN KILLED TWO HUBBIES

And Got Life Imprisonment—Drug-
gist Who Supplied the Arsenie
Got 135 Yfar- Only,

Vienna, July 18.—The most sensational
murder ®rial that has occurred in Hun-
gary during this century was ended 'ast
evening, in the District Criminal Court of
Temesvar, and everybody is surprised at
the mildness of the verdict. '

Nine women and three men, all residents
of the little town of Szebely, in Southern
Hungary, were charged with having mur-
dered their respective husbands, wives rnd
sweethearts with arsenic. The main insti-
gator of all the crimes Is supposed to be
hGeorge Korin, the village druggist.

Dr. Johann Mayer, the village physician,
who was also on trial, accused of  being
the principal accompli¢e of the drugglst,
_has been acquitted. «

One hundred and twenty witnésses testi-
fled during this ‘remarkable trial, and it
was thought that, with the customary
swiftness of justice In that part of Hun-
gary, all the accused would be sentenced
to death. But none of the accused received
the extreme pennlti.

Marfe Nikodem, the widow who was con-
victed of having murdered two husbands
Successively, was sentenced to imprison-
ment for life, at hard labor, while the
other women were let off with sentences
ranging from 10 to 15 years. The light
sentence, only 15 years, received by the
druggist, is most astounding of all. It
was proven, in the course of the trial, that
he” supplied all the women prisoners with
arsenic, knowing very well to what use
It was to be put.
