The Government Arraigned.,

When the House reassembled jat 8.10
Mr. Foster presented a scathing arralgo-
ment of the Government, and moved 8
vote of want of confidence. He daeclared
the Government” had promised to ceduce
the volyme of taxation, but thelr reduction
was an Increase of 512,500,000 in 18y
over the taxatiom of 18V4. They promised
to decregse the public debt, but it was in-
creased $8,000,000 in 1899 over 1806, They
promised to cut down expenditure, bpt
they increased it $11,300,000 in 1899 over
1808. They promised to obtain reciproeity,
but they gave the United States free
corn, ,free twine and free wire; while
getting nothing in return.

Question of Protection,

They promised to abolish protection, but
the tariff had been reduced only B0-100 of
1 per cent. They promised to open new
markets for Canada, but Insteaa they™had
opened nmew markets in Cavnada tor 30 for-
eign [countriesjand not a single dountry had
taken down a bar of restriction to Can.
ada’s trade.

Grafts in Sabsidies,

They promised to abolish raliway sub-
sldles, but in the past three ydars they
had passed $14,200,000 in rallway sunsid-
fes. They promised to protect the inde-
pendence of Parlinment, but fourteen Libe
eral M.P.'s bhad been seduced from the
paths of Independence apd now revelled in
publie offices. They romised purity of
elections, but there was no need to com-{
ment on this broken reed,

They.Lack Business.

They claimed to be a business Govern-
ment, but the very first essay th that
line was the Teslin Lake Railway con-
tract, which was killed by the Nenate,
but which caused Mackenzie & 'Mann to
present ‘their bill for $384,000 for service
rendered. What would the Government
do? Other Instances of lack of business
abllity were the fast line of steamships
unobtained, contracts let without tender,
and others.

Their Procrastination,

Mr. Foster concluded his keen summary
of Governmental Incpnsistencies by re-
ferring to the procrastination exhibited in
the presefitation of business during the
session,

Flelding Replies,

Mr. Flelding replied and placed the
blame for the long sessiop upon the Op-
position, declaring they had wasted weeks
in talk upon every conceivable subject. He
confessed the Government bhad increaseg
the public debt. He repeated that oMl
time axiom, wise expenditure s true
economy, and declared that the Govern-
ment had spent more money thsn the late
Government, because they had the money.
The late Government could 'not spend so
much because they did not have it to
spend. Further, this was g growing time,
and the Government would be reereadt to
Its trust if it d1d not respond to the demandas
of the people. In face of all thfs Mr,
Fielding declared that the present Gov-
grnment was not as extravagant as the
late Government, and he was ready to let
the people decide.

Mr. Flelding concluded with a fulsome
peroration expreesive of the virtues of the
Government, that were heartily applauna-
ed by Liberal benchers and laugned at by
the Opposition.
