DEWET IS A GOOD LIAR
AND FOOLS HIS MEN

Told His Bandits the British

Would All Leave Africa By

December 10 and Urged Them to Keep
Up the Fight.

Komspruit, Orange River Colony,
Thursday, Nov. 22.—General Bruce Hamil-
ton's column arrived here yesterday after
securing the Lindley and Hellbron dis-
triets. The troops brought in a number
of prisoners. The latter relate the remark-:
able assuraunces they received at Thaban-
chu from General Dewet ‘a fortnight ago.
Dewet, they eaid, urged the burghers to
hold out till Dec. 10, when “all the Bri-
tis® were going home.” He added that
4he British had the permission of Russia
to fight for a year only.

Losses to the Boers,

London, Nov, 23,—A special despatch
from Middleburg, Transvaal Colony, ays
that in the surprise of the outi)onts of the
“Buffs” (Third Infantry) southwest of Bal-
moral, Nov. 10, the Boers lost 60 men
Killed and wounded. The burghers, the ‘de-
spatch added, simultaneously ettacked a
garrison of Fusiliers on Wilge River, Lut
were beaten off with the loss of 120 men’
kilied and wounded.
