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ABOUKIR AND TRAFALGAR.

Editor World: The battle in Abou­
kir Bay, called the battle of the Nile, 
occurred Aug. 1, 1708. It was seen 
that there was room to pass between 
the shore and the enemy's fleet. The 
Goliah and Zealous made this venture 
of this passage and commenced the 
action. It may be remembered that 
the fleet was sailing vessels. In the 

! very start of this engagement the 
Culloden went ashore and could not be 
got off, so that Nelson's force was de­
prived of seventy-four guns as well i 
as the services of one of his most j 
trusted captains, Trowbridge, and a \ 
splendid body of sailors. A most_»e,- 1 
iou» loss to the French was that of 
the Orient taking fire. The explosion 
of that huge ship, loaded with explo­
itive ammumldlon, mg terrific. The 
commander of the Orient, Admiral de 
Brueys, had been killed before the ex­
plosion, so states the historian. An 
impartial writer says that the blood 
that reddened the wn ters of Aboukir 
Bay was shed by Bonaparte, not by the 
British. We were ever lovers of peace, 
and when we fought it was for the 
preservation of our throne end coun­
try, for our very hearths, 
wounded by the enemy's shot in .he 
early part of the (battle. The French

The action commenced 
about twelve and continued till four.
The British, in this action, captured 
nineteen of the enemy’s ships and three 
frigates. Lord Nelson was mortally 
wounded in the heat of this action 
and survived the enemy's fatal aim 
three hours and a half. These brief 
observations may not convince all read­
ers of The World that I am quite 
rect as to events, and as to which 
events occurred at the battle of the 
Nile, and results of the battle of Tra­
falgar. But ail can surely be cor­
rectly (informed by turning over pages 
of history at the command of all who 
desire correctness to guide them' ln 
conversation. The Japanese seem to 
have benefited by studying Nelson’s 
tactics, “la, grande tactique,”- at 'he 
battle of Aboukir, when they made the 
successful venture of passing to the In­
side of the Russian fleet by steam­
ing thru a narrow passage 
shore and the Russian 'boats. But the 
doings in the Ontario legislature should 
not be overlooked by readers of the 
public press. As the House of Com­
mons at Ottawa, too, will soon be in 
session, the Interest in the doings of 
that body of ruler® and legislators 
should not slacken in consequence of 
war between Russia and Japan. It is 
ft Pity that people and nations should 
so disagree as to find it necessary to 
spill each other'® blood. Milton writes.

terday. Numerically the Conservatives 
have gained- one seat. Formerly they 
held two, and now they hold three of 
the eight contested divisions.

The numerical gain, however, is not 
the significant feature of yesterday's 
by-elections.
Lambton are both doubtful constitu­
encies. Tho they were won by the 
Conservatives in the elections of I960 
their history is one of changing al­
legiance. There ore not in the Pro­
vince of Ontario two constituencies that 
could be regarded as fairer fighting 
ground than East Bruce and East 
Lambton. Since their organization 
they have divided their favors almost 
evenly between the two parties. That 
in a by-election these constituencies 
should return Conservative members 
and with greatly increased majorities 
is a circumstance which Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier must view with uneasiness if 
not with alarm.

The ministers at Ottawa will be in­
clined to attribute these two - crushing 
defeats to the unpopularity of the Ross 
government. While the growing weak­
ness of the Ross government may have 
been end probably was a contributory 
influence it can hardly be held 
Bible for the result.

It: Bmmereon, the new Minister of 
Railways, and shows popular 
prova] of the method® used to shelve 
Hon. A. G. Blair- The sentiment c-f 
St. John City is clearly superior to the 
public ideals of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
Who practically bribed an advocate of 
the public interests into political Inac­
tivity, and superior also to the Ideals 
of Mr. Blair, who consented to forego 
his championship of the people's rights 
in consideration of an office yielding 
$10,000 a year.
