Golug back to the guestion of -the tax, I
may say that, while I would be very wil-
ling ,as 1 aun sure we all are, to pay
tax of g dollar or so towards the lmprove-
wment of our streets, yet I think we should
strongly oppose any movement tending in
this direction which does not also provide
for & tax on vehicles drawn by horses.
the justice of this contention Is obvious,
pecause it is a well-known fact that the
bieycle causes no wear whatéver on the
street, in faet it tends to improve the ma-
endam roads, whereas, apart from the se-
tion of the weather, the heavier vehicle Is
the sole source of wear on the pavements
and the owner should consequently bear
ghe Beavier burden of their construction
and maintenance.

Now, a word with reference to the cinder

th movement, We have adopted the pol-
.y during the past two years of collecting
and spending a certain amount of money
towards the construction of blcycle paths
on certain highways leading out of the
eity, which at all times Pﬂor to this work
aforded very poor wheeling, and at certain
seusons are otherwise practically 'mpass-
able. Your Roads Improvement Comiuittee
have now in hand the improvement of the
Kingston-road, from the Woodbine to the
top of Norway Hill, and this, with some
little work on Yonge-street and other roads
leading out of the city, wili, I think, fin-
ish our work in this respect. We are all In
sympathy with the good roads moveent,
but as we cannot be expected to ralse
money in the city to bulld roads In the
country for heavy vehicies we might wait
for years for the development of this larg-
er question of rgad reform, and in the
meantime were it'not for the cinder path
movement we might continue to plod our
wheels along the heavy clay roads leading
from the city in the pleasant anticipation
that our children or our children’s children
may in the dim future enjoy the practical
consummation of Mr. Campbell’s splendid
theory of roand improvement. We adopt the
motto of the Good Roads Association, viz.:
“We want _good roads,” but I would add
that In and about Toronto we want them
now, and the bieycle path or the cinder
path movement in the meantime, at all
events, is, I think, the only solution of
the problem.

THE RULES OF THE ROAD,

Chairman Walter Barwick of the Legisla-
tion Committee read a most Interesting
report, telling just Avhere the wheelmen
are in_regard to_tHe rules of the road,
ete, * He said i

The Legislatfon Committee of the assocl-
ation beg to gubmit herewith their report
for the past year.

The chief matters which have engaged
the attention of your committee related to
the setting aside and protection of bleycle
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ment to the act regulating traveling on
public highways and bridges.

‘L'hese efflorts resuited In the passage ot
the last sesslon of the Legislatare of two
bllis/ which were introduced by Mr, Strat-
ton, who has always taken a kindly inter.
est in the rights of bicyclists. The first
bill amended the Consolidated Municipa)
Act by providing as follows :

““The council of every county, township,
city, town and incorporated village ay
pass bylaws for setting apart so much of
uany highway or ropd or streep as the coun.
cil of any such municipall aving control
over such highway, road or street mny
deem necessary for the purpose of a bi-
cycle path, and if a person rides or drives
4 horse or other beast of burden over such
bicycle path he shall ineur the alties
Imposed by the Act to Regulate Traveling
on Pubile Highways and Bridges.” &

clause provides g ready method of protect-
ing bieycle paths, after they have been sot
fpl)‘t by a municipal council.

Beveral membery of the Munielpal Com-
mittee of the Legislature spoke strougly
ubout the habit adopted by many bicyeilsts,
\»Pexx overtaking a person driving a vehiele
or on horseback, of cutting In quickly ju
Tront of a horse’s nose, witbout giving any
warning, The Municipal Committee of the
Legisiature insisted that some provision
should be inserted in the act to put a stop
to this reprehensibie practice, and your
committee wag of opinion that it is only
Just and reasonable that thig request should
be complied with.,

It was with great satisfaction that your
committée obtalued the passage of that
¢lause of the act which embodied In statu-
tory form the rule first adopted by this
association relative to bieyclists traveling
upon the devil-atrip in the City of Toronto,
Breach of this rule Is now punishable with
fine or imprisonment,

In preparing and obtaining the paminge
of the above legislation, your comiuittee
acted In conjunction with the chaitman of
the Rights and Privileges Committee of
the Capadian Wheelmen's Assoclation,

,Your committee cannot close this report
without expressing the great obligution
bieyelists are under to Mk, Stratton, ibe
representative for West Peterboro’,

Acting Chairman J. P, Bdwards read the
report of the Ioads Improvement Coumit-
tee, He said :

Your committee were authorized to pro-
ceed with the work of extendiug the cin-
der path on the Lake Shore-road, westerly
from the Humber, Specifications were
prepared, tenders usked for, and tbe ‘con-
tract awarded to Mr. Hicks for tne con-
Struction of about two miles of puth at
a cost of $375 per mile, ©Of this two m'les,
about one mile was laid between the tracks
of the Mimico Wlectric. Railway, after
which the rond was crossed, und ths bal-
ance of the path was coustructed ‘on the
south gide of\the road.

As will be seen by the accowmpanying
Teport of the surveyor, the naw path es-
tends westerly from a point opposite Mr.
Hicks' house at the Huwber to a point 162
fegt west of Church-street, in Mimico.

Diiring the season sowe necessary repairs
and alterations bad to be made to the
path in the shape of extra planking, ctc.,
but at very small cost.

This spring the path was found to be s
a very bad condition, that portion of the
path between the tracks peing véry un-
even, owjng to the raising of the ties by
r_rost, aud tbe path on the south s:de of
the road was virtually destroyed for
cyclists” in consequence of teams having
been driven over it in the early spring,
when the roads were bad.

Mr. Nurse, however, agreed to, and has
evened up and top dressed, that portion of
the path between High Park gate and the
Humber bridge, without any expense to the
association, and the tender for repairing
and leaving in good condition the balance
of the path, from the bridge to Church-
street, Mimico, has been awarded to Mr,
Hicks at a cost of $30 ; this work is belng
pushed forward and will be completed in
the course of a few days.

Your comunittee last fall examined Nor-

way Hill with a view to commencing the
construction of u cinder path on the Kings-
ton-road, but were advised, and came to
the conclusion, that it would be Inadvis-
able and thro‘wfng away money to do auny-
thing on it until the spring. It is pleas-
ing to note the Interest that is being taken
by whbeelmen and the publie press in the
matter of better roads and cinder paths,
and, if funds sufficient are only subsecribed,
there Is no reason why as good a path, If
not better, should not be constructed on
the Kingston-road, east as far as the
Half-way, as there is now to the west as
far as Mimico, It will be for our succes-
sors to say how this shall be accomplished,
but it.certainly can and should be done, If
the association will only make an effort In
this direction, Mr. Hicks, the contractor
for the path west, has been asked to re-
i)ort and tender for the path éast, and he
ias sent it to the secretary.
Your committee feel that in the building
of cycle paths and In the agitation of good
roads, both in the c¢ity and in the country,
your assoclation is doing a good work, and
has already been Instrumental In enabling
thousands of our citlzens to get away
from the city and enjoy the pure, fresh
country air. ’
