CANNED FRUIT
AND SALMON

The‘ Eaithqqake in California
Has Seriously Affected the
Market.

Facts collected by the Naps Valley Pack-
ing Co. éhow that seven canneriés were to-
tally wiped out by the San . Francisco
earthquake and fire. The output of these
plants is estimated jn the vicinity of ohe
and a half miillion cases, and as a conse-
quence the output of California fruit for
1906 avill be practically, reduced by that
quantity. In a letter to their friends the
company ' above quoted says: “Of can-
making plants there. were three in this
state previous to the fire. Of ‘these three
‘the United Can Co. is the only one that,,
escaped without any damage. The Ameri-
can Can (Co. have lest their largest plant,
and their other plant has been put out of
commission, but possibly may be repaired
iprior to the opening of the canning sea-
son, go that one-half of its usual capacity
may be manufactur:d.for the use of can-
mers_during the coming season.. This,. of
course, will cause ancther large shortage
in the output. -All spot stocks have either
been_ destroyed by fire or seized by. the
government for feeding the hungry ,and
homeless, which practically Wiped out all

WHICH IS TO BLAME?
IR OR BAD MILK

Blames Water.

There are mow thirty cases of typhoid
fever in the city, one having been report-
ed this ‘morning, and the opinion of the
board of heslth: and some of the medical
authorities seems to be that the cause of
the disease will be traced to impure milk
‘An examination of the milk is now- be-
ing made but it will be.some daye before
the ;result will be known. - ! :

Out of the thirty cases reported, twen-
ty-three are in the south end of -the city
and the majority of them receive their
mlk from the same dealer, which is ‘a
suspicious = circumstance. There are two
families, in which there are seven cases
of ‘the disease in the north end. Of
totel number afflicted thirteen cases are
being cared for in the hospital ands the
balance are receiving attention in their
homes, ‘

; In talking with a.physician this morn-
ing he‘ex'preased the opinion that he u
not think, there was any need of a scare
over the water. If it was in the water
that : the ‘typhoid bacteria came,
he said that the digease would have been
noticed in all parts of the city, instead
of only two sections as at present.
inclined to the milk theory.

. Dr. Gilchrist’s Views
Two more cases of typhoid were report:
ed. to the board of health yesterday morn-
ing; making twenty-eight in all. Some at-
tribute the outbreak of the diséase to in-
fected ‘milk, while many are inclined to
think the water supply is to blame.

l?r. J.-D. Gilchrist, of the north end.
while talking with the Times this morn-
ing eaid the last test of the city water
showed that it' was mof first-class, ad-,
ding that at one time the water may con-
tain the deadly bacilli at another time it
may not, ’

“The last time the test was made,” said
Dr. Gilehris., “may haye been before the
‘deleterious - matter was washed into the
water or after it had been washed in’and
distributed by the eservice pipes,. as it
happeted’ none ‘appeared. - e ¢
- “Phe best sanitary engineers,” conbinu-
ed “the? doctor, ' “recommend’ the: frequent
inspection of the water ehed of all ‘water
'supplies.; I told eome of the aldermen,
last “fall; that as soon as the spring water
washed the excreta from''the camps, we
would have more cases of typhoid fever
in the city than we have had before; and
this is being verified.” .

With reference to the milk supply Dr.
Gilchrist went on to say “Until they find
this typhoid among those supplying milk
and the ‘men handling milk are in close
contact with cases at home, and the milk
vessels are washed out with water. con-
taining typhoid excreta or discharges, the
