The election of President Coolldge 

will very probably call forth many state­
ments to the effect that business will at 
once start booming. In the opinion of 
the Brookmlre Economic Service busi­
ness will undoubtedly Improve and con­
tinue to Improve and we should enjoy 
very general prosperity. But their an* 
alization of the situation Is interesting 
and a little different from the usual 
statements based on elections.
