Capuip Gram, a Norwegian Explorer,
Tells of New Incident of the Antarctic
Tragedy

Fort William, Ont., May 6—On his way
to attend the royal geographical society
convention in London, Captain Tryggve
Gram passed through this city from the
west yesterday. He was a member of the
Scott expedition to the South Pole, and
was one of the party which discovered the
remains of the heroic commander and the
others who perished lon. their return jour-
ney from the pole.

Capt. Gram denied that the loss of Cap-
tain Scott and his companions could be
blamed on any of the members of the
party.

The cause of the disaster, according to
the Norwegian, can be laid only at the
door of Dame Fortune, who, while appar-
ently camping on the trail of Captain
Amundsen, left the British party to the
mercies of the elements and piled obstacle

after -obstacle in their way.

They must be fed every two
hours. Fortunately the trout are not: fed
from bottles, but on liver, of which forty
pounds to the feeding are required. The
liver is ground up fine and makes a tooth-
some morsel for them.

REV. P. 1. STACKHOUSE
IN THE CITY TODAY

Speaks of Church and Community
Work in Amherst

Rev. P. J. Stackhouse of the First Bap-
tist church, Amherst, is in the city today.,
Mr. Stackhouse was one of the leading.
promoters, and is one of the most enthus-;
iastic supporters of community work in!
the Nova Scotia town. He says that the!
pastors of all the churches work together:
in the most brotherly epirit to promote
the work, which is under the direct su-i
pervision of John Bradford. |

The Baptist church, of which Mr.
Stackhouse is pastor, is one of the largest,
if not the largest, east of Toronto. He
has about 600 families on his calling list,
and has two assistants in his work. The
age of the church’may be inferred from
the fact that the father of Sir Charles
Tupper was its pastor for twenty-five
years. When Sir Charles was in Amherst
on a recent Sunday he attended service
in thie church.

Mr. Stackhouse says that they are not
troubled by having too many churches in
Ambherst,, for all of them have full con-
gregations. Tach of them rejoices in the
prosperity of the others, and all of them
unite heartily in community work. Mr.
Stackhonse was much grieved to learn of
the destruction of the Baptist church, par-
sonage, and Brotherhood Hall in Mone-
ton. He preached in that church two;
weeks ago, and eays that they bad a
most valuable plant, and he would judge
that not more than half the loss was cov-
ered by insurance.

Rev. Mr. Stackhouse, referring to the
decision of the Amherst School Board to
provide in the plans for new school houses
the facilities for community work, referr-
ed especially to medical inspection in the
schools, .and expressed surprise that there
is still no such inspection in the schools
of St. John. He said they found in Am-
herst that many children, because of some
physical defect, such as adenoids, deafness
or weak sight, were two or three grades
behind, and their condition immediately
improved when they receive proper treat-
ment. They were'stupid’ and did not
know the cause; uptil it had been discov-
ered by medical inSpection and removed.
