A BRICK HOUSE
BY PARCEL POST

(American Machinist)

When the parcel post was first intro-
duced, someone, as a joke, shipped a
wagon load of brick to his friends in
various parts of the country. each brick
going as a separate shipment. While the
wag who conceived the idea of making
the postman shrivel under the unaccus-
tomed load thought he had . devised
something unique, those in charge of a
bricp exposition in Chicago went him one
better by having enough brick shipped in
|from all parts of the country by parcel
| post to enable an entire house to be con-
| structed of them. So the transition to
equally massive machinery parts was
not a radical change.

It is in this connection, the supplying
of parts for machinery, that the parcel
post has made itself useful to members
of the trade. So useful has the system
become, in fact, that many machihery
houses already regard it as well-nigh in-
dispensable. It is certain that it has
unique advantages which could not be
duplicated in any other way, and that
those who are using it are inclined to
increase rather than lessen their applica-
tion of the idea.

The use of the postoffice service for
shipping parts is declared to result both
in economy and expedition. When ex-
press service is used, as it was exclusive-
ly until the arrival of the new service
lthis year, there is a certain amount of
delay in draying the goods from the fac-
tory to the express office and then in
getting them from the station to the
user. This was particularly true of
small towns, whege the express com-
panies made little or mo provision for
deliveries.

ALFALFA IN THE MIDDLE WEST

The middle northwestern states have
become tremendously interested in  the
alfalfa problem. They see in this won-
derful forage the basis of more stable
and profitable farming. But they have
had trouble to find just the hardy kinds
of the plant needed to meet rigorous
climatic conditions. ' A campaign now
well under way in South Dakota—to
grow alfalfas widely and especially to
reclaim the high-and-dry lands of the
state with alfalfas obtained from Siberia
and Russia—is, therefore, of the utmost
significance to western _agriculture. It
is certainly one of the most significant
movements in agriculture today.

The great importance of the move-
ment lies in the tremendous value of alf-
alfa as a forage for practically 'every
kind of live stock.

Alfalfa grows luxuriantly, giving
abundant yields, it is rich in portein, it
is extremely palatable; it gathers nitro-

n abundantly, it renovates the soil

d provides better conditions for suc-
ceeding crops, and it is long-lived. It
has been the chief support of great peo-
ples in the region between the Indian
Ocean and the Mediterranean, famous

Christian era. By helping to restore the
live stock findustry of the western up
lands it will directly enhance the wealth
of the west.

But live stock means improved soil
conditions, and these spell better crops
of different varieties. Consequently alf-
alfa not only means more stock-raising
but more crop-raising, and greater gen-
eral prosperity wherever it can be
grown. It has been proved that the
Russian and -8iberian alfalfas- ean‘ be
grown on the high-and-dry ' uplands.
Hencé the effort to extend the alfalfa
areas over these regions, if successful,
means immensely increased prosperity.
It is little wonder the people of the
Middle Northwest are interested.—From
“Hansen, America’s First Plant Explor-
er,” by Willam P. Kirkwood, in the
American Review of Reviews for Oc-
tober.

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MAKERS IN STATES GUT PRICES

Wholesale Reductions Announced by Independ-
ents to Meet Foreign Competition Under

New' Tarift

New York, Oct. 7—Wholesale reduc-
tions in prices are announced by inde-
pendent steel manufacturers here and in
other eastern markets. It was the be-
lief of many in the financial district that
this was the result of the new tariff bill,
and the first move on the part of Am-
erican producers to meet the competi-
tion offered by English, German, French
and Belgian mills.

It is now possible to get steel plates
from nearly all the manufacturers about
at $1.80 per 100 pounds, compared with
previous quotations of $1.40 or $2 ton

higher. Structurai is also being quoted
at $1 to $2 under the so-called official
price of $1.40 per 100 pounds. Steel bars
are quoted at $1.85 per 100 pounds of-
ficially, while billets have sold at §2.75
a ton, a reduction of several dollars from
the high level this year.

It is the opinion of the steel trade thnt
if further concessions are made abroad
there will probably be renewed reduc-
tions in domestic quotations to equal-
ize the difference. One manufacturer
holds that a reduction of $2 to $8 a ton
will act as a check to foreign imports.

Kept Customs Men Busy

New York, Oct. 7—Withdrawals of
imports from bonded warehouses here
during the first two business days of
the new tariff law’s operation ending
last night, totglled 7,500 with duty pay-
ments aggregating $2,888,000. Six hun-
dred withdrawals are about the daily
average.

C. P. R. Has Signed

Quebec, Oct. 7—Mayor Drouin yes-
terday received a wire from Vice-Presi-
dent McNicoll, of the C. P. R, to the
effect that the C. P. R. has signed the
new union station and railway work-
shops contracts. This means that all
parties to the contract have signed.

In the Reign of Six Sovereigns

Kingston, ,Ont. QOct. 6—Mrs. Jean
Douglas, mother of Rev. Douglas Laing
of the First Baptist chureh, died yester-
day aged 96. She lived under the rule of
six British sovereigns. '

Flood Waters Recede

Fort William, Ont., Oct. 7—The wa-
ters in the partially flooded district in
Port Arthur and vicinity are receding.
The  damage on the C. P. R. east has
been repaired and all regular trains ar-
rived this aftermoon, two to twelve
hours late.
