THE LAW OF SUPPLY AND DE­
MAND.

Price invariably reflects the demand 
for any commodity, compared with 
the supply of that commodity avail­
able- This has been the case with re­
gard to the recent Increase in the 
price of tea. The world is faced (this 
year not only with a tremendous crop 
shortage of over 80,000,000 lbs. but also 
with a much increased tea consump­
tion, especially in Great Britain, where 
more tea is used annually than in any 
other country. The effect of this con­
dition was felt when the largest tea 
firm in Canada, the Salads Tea Com­
pany, was forced to increase the price 
of all their blends, in order to main­
tain their standard of quality.

SUSPECT CUBA OF

INTO ME PACT
WOMEN! DTE 
EllG NEW 
FOR FEW CENTS

The Discrimination Propos­
ed Against Canadian Po­
tatoes Favors U. S.

(Special to The Montreal Gazette)
Ottawa, Feb. 22—Investigation into 

the threatened heavy discrimination by 
Cube against Canadian potatoes in 
favor of the American product, to be 
accompanied, it is understood, by a six 
months’ offer for the negotiation of a 
trade arrangement, conveys the impres­
sion that Cube is probably using the 
threat as a means of forcing Canada to 
trade with her.

Under the existing Cuban tariff, 
Canadian potatoes entering the island 
pay a duty of 66 cents per bag, or 12 
cents more than those from the United 
States. Under the proposed new tariff, 
Canadian potatoes would pay $1.26 a 
bag, or 48 cents more than those from 
the United States. Naturally this 
would be so heavy a handicap that 
Canadian potatoes will be forced out of 
the Cuban market, and thus would be 
lost a market built up in the last few 
years, and which has been somewhat of 
a compensation for that lost In the 
United States.

But In the event of the proposed 
change in the tariff being adopted It is 
understood that during a period of 
six months thereafter there would be 
applied to all countries outside of the 
United States a somewhat lower tariff 
called the “second tariff,” the Idea be­
ing to give such countries a chance to 
negotiate a. trade arrangement with 
Cuba, whereby equal concessions may 
be secured for Cuban products.

A number of countries have recent- 
up placed higher duties on products 
from Cuba than they have against sim­
ilar products from other countries ; or, 
if they have not done so* they have 
not, as in the case of Canada, included 
Cuba in certain preferential arrange­
ments made with other states that pro­
duce the same tilings. The Cubans also 
are rather annoyed at the manner the 
duties are placed against her products, 
which are much higher than those she 
levies.

It is also understood that In the 
case of countries that do not take 
advantage of this offer, the maximum 
tariff will be applied to them. That 
is to say, if Canada does not open 
negotiations with Cuba within the spe­
cified time* the maximum tariff will be 
applied against her potatoes. On the 
other hand the “second tariff” would 
mean to Canada a differential of 20 
cents a bag.
