Co-operation, Juvenile Club
With High School.

The first employment of the members
of the juvenile club has been in the re-
cent industrial survey of Winston-Sal-
cm conducted by the board of trade. All
of the boys selected to assist in this
work were students in the department
of government and economics of the
high - school. In this way the boys in
the graduating class of the high school
this year have been able to take part in
an ‘organized industrial investigation un-
der proper authority.

In this work the boys visited the local |
manufacturing establishments and filled !
out a detailed industrial schedule, in the
same manner as do special agents of the
statistical bureau of the federal gov-
ernment. They were held strictly re-
sponsible for the accuracy of their re-
have been prepared are compiled - direct-
ports, and the statistical tables which
ly from their reports.

Training for Citizenship

This, the ‘Winston-Salem plan,” as it
may be termed, trains the boys of the
city for citizenship; first, in the high
school, where they are taught the prin-
ciples of civil government and instructed
in the theories and basic problems gov-
erning our economic order; second, in
:he juvenile club where they have the
means of being identified with real
work of municipal development, and to
take part in actual social and industrial
investigations. Under this plan, an op-
portunity is provided for the boys to
study at close range the varied industries
of the city under competent direction
and in an official capacity.

In brief, the plan essays to teach the
boys how to live and to equip them
with an education by which they can
make a living, which, In the end, is the
real secret of practical training for intel-
ligent citizenship.

Hoaxers exist in every profession and
walk of life; they flourish in every age
and glime; they ply their art either as &
means of livelihood, or from the sole de-
sire to gull the credulous public. It was
the latter which incited that prince of
practical jokers, Theodore Hook, to per-
petrate the most audacious of all hoaxes,
the Berners street hoax, that for the time
roused all London to laughter and indig-
nation. .

Hook bet a guinea that a certain mod-
est dwelling in a quiet thoroughfare
leading out' of Oxford street would be-
come the most notorious house in town,
and set about winning his wager by
addressing more than a thousand letters,
containing orders to tradesmen, with the
request that they would at a certain
hour on a certain day deliver their goods
at a certain house in Berners streect. Be-
sides the unfortunate shopkeepers, who
suffered much loss through damage to
their goods, others were included in the
“fun.” The lord mayor, the lord chief
justice, the Archbishop of Canterbury,
