Britain Heads Off United States by
Suggesting Future Conferences.
The Hague, Aug. 1—The Brilish
delegation are working on a proposi-
tion which, when it is presented, will
cause considerable surprise, as it is in
the nature of the unexpected.

As already cabled, the representa-
tives of the United States have been
privately discussing with other lead-
ing delegates the advisability of the
United States representing a proposi-
tion for the periodical sitting of the
conference, this proposition suggest-
ing that it*should meet quinquennial-
iy on June 2, beginning in 1912

The British delegation went ahead
of the Americans, having already
communicated in the strictest secrecy
only to a few delegates of the great
powers, its proposition on the same
subject, establishing that the confer-
ence should sit septennially, butthat
two years before the meeting special
rep tatives of Great Britain,
France. Germany, United Btates, Rus-
sia, Italy, Austria and Japan shonld
meet to prepare the work for the
conference, ];reananging everything
connected with its organization and
the matters to be taken under advise-
ment. ‘

again its program will be already so
studied by each country that satisfac-
tory agreements will be the most eas-
ilv reached
