A BITTER STRUGGLE.

BETWEEN MILLIONAIRE CARNEGIE
AND HIS MEN. !

A Force of Pinkerton Men Proteciing
the Workers Against the 8 trikers. B
PrTsBURG, Pa., July 18.—One hundred
armed Pinkerton men are today protect-
ing the men at the Homestead works of
Carnegie, Phipps & Co., at Homestead
against possible attacks by the strikers.
The gtruggle promises to be the most
bitter in the history of strikes in this
section. Everything is quiet this morning.
At noon 125 deputies arrived at Home-
stead. They were immediately surroun-
ded by the strikers, to the number of
nearly 1,000, and requested to return to
the city. The deputies refused to do 8o
and the crowd would not allow them to
enter the mill. At1.80 they were still
surrounded by the mob but no outbreak
had occured. The excitement is intense.

ADVENTURE IN NASHVILLE.

CHAMPION SULLIVAN ARRESTED
AND RELEASED.

Gov. Lowry’s Orders Were Obeyed, but
the Judge Ordered the Fighter Dis-
charged.

Nasuvirpe, Tenn., July 11.—The nort5-
bound train on the Louisville & Nashville
road which rolled into the union depot in
this city at 10.37 a. m., had among other
passengers, John L. Sullivan, the cham-
pion prize fighter of the world, who
fresh from the battle with Kilain in
Mississippi, was enroute 1o Boston. He
was accompanied by Charley Johnston
of Brooklyn, Jim Wakely, Billy Muldoon,
Mike Cleary and others. The party
evidently had no thought of interruption
on the part of the officers of the law, not
being aware of the fact that the news of
their presence on the train had been made
public. Hence they were astonished when
as soon as the train came to astop, it was
boarded by J. H. Clack, chief of the Nash-
ville police department, Detectives For-
ter, Turner and Sidebottom and several
other officers. Chief Clack was intro-
duced to Cleary by an acquaintance and
told him that he wished to see Sullivan.
Cleary said that Sullivan was asleep in
his stateroom at the front end of the
coach- and objected to his being dis-
turbed. The chief, insisting, made his
way to the stateroom, which was quickly
opened. By this time fally 1000 persons
had congregated in and around the de-
pot, and many pressed into the coach.

As soon as it was evident that an ar-
rest was to be made the excitement a-
mong the throng became mtense. En-
tering the stateroom, Chief Clack found
that it was occupied {by Sullivan, Mul-
doon and Johnston. Addressing Sulli-
van, the chief said that he must consid-
er himselfunder arrest, Sullivan, rising
to a sitting posture,;inquired in a surly
manner for what offence he was to be
taken in custody. He was informed
that he was wanted to answer the charge
of prize fighting, whereupon Suilivan
and Johnston demanded that the war-
rant for the arrest be produced. Chief
Cluck realizing that no time was to be
lost, as the train was due to leave in a
few seconds, answered: “Never mind the
warrant, we’ve got to arrest you, and we
want you to come right along with us.”

By this time friends of Sullivan had
gathered around him and the police were
close about the chief, ready to use force
if necessary. - The crowd on the outside
pressed closer, and the master of trains
informed the officers that the train must
be delayed no longer. Seeing that Sulli-
van would not go quietly, Chief Clack,
who was standing on a seat and leaning
over Sullivan, gave the demand to the
detectives: “Take him and bring him
off the train.” The chief at, the same
moment caught hold of Sullivan’s collar,
while detectives Sidebottom and Turner
and other officers seized the champion
in front. A lively tussle then began,
which was cheered by the people outside
the car, and which considerakly frighten-
ed the ladies in the main body of the car
where it occurred. Sullivan braced him-
self and made a movement as if to strike
Detective Sidebottom. Chief Clack, who,
as well as Chief of Detectives Porter and
two or three other officers, had drawn
their revolvers, said to the prize-fighter:
“I don’t want to hurt you but, if you
strike one of my men you’'ll get shot.”
A pair of handeuffs was quickly
placed on Sullivan and he was literally
dragged out of the car.. He re-
sisted with all his might, but the odds
were largely against him, and he had to
go. He did not even have time to get
his hat or other articles. Muldoon and
Cleary did not say anything, and in the
excitement managed to get in another
coach and continue their journey. John-
ston, however, was quite obstreperous,
and when the officers told-‘him he must
go with them he tried the obstinate
dodge, but was unceremoniously pnndled
out, a pane of glass being broken from
the sleeping car in making his hasty exit.
As soon as he saw that he must go,John-
sten proposed to go quietly.

The wildest excitement prevailed in
the depot when the officers and their
two prisoners emerged from the car.
One of Sullivan’s friends appealed to the
crowd for “protection to an American
citizen,” hut he was not heeded and soon
disappeared, Sullivan was placed in one
hack, and Johnston, who gave the name
of Lynch, in another, and, accompanied
by officers, each was driven to the police
station, to which place they were fol-
lowod by hundreds of men and boys. It
was necessary to station a guard at the
door of the station to keep back the ex-
cited and curious people, and a hose
was finally turned on them to induce
them to scatter. Sullivan and Johnston
at once sent for attorneys, with a view
of applying for a writ of habeas corpus.

Gov. Taylor, who is out of the city,was
telegraphed to by Gov. Lowry of Missis-
sippi several times durirg the day. The
first despatch requested the arrest of
Sullivan for prize-fighting, and the
second, acknowledging the receipt of
news of the arrest, closed as follows: “He
has committed an outrage and a flagrant
crime against the laws of this state, and
did so in the face of public proclamations
and efforts to prevent his disgraceful de-
fiance of laws, morals ‘and civilization.”
A third message authorized the em-
ployment of counsel to represent the
state of Mississippi. A forrth announced
that an officer, armed with a requisition,
had started for Nashville.

Sullivan would not talk much to re-
porters. He said he did not care to dis-
cuss the matter of his arrest, but declar-
ed that the officers had no right to arrest
him. It would subject him to some
trouble, he said, but he expected to win,
and intended to leave for Boston on the
night train. At 3 o'clock Sullivan and
Johnston accompanied by detectives,
entered the circuit court room. They

were followed to the doors by a great
crowd, which constantly increased in
size until it was almost impossible for
Judge McAllister and the lawyers
in the case to effect an entrance. The

throng yelled and pushed against the
doors, which were guarded by the sheriff
and constables. The latter after being
overpowered several times, finally suc-
ceeded in locking the doors against which
the crowd knocked in vain all the even-
ing for admission. At 3.20 the case was
opened by the counsel for Governor
Lowry,who asked that the hearing be de-
layed until the arrival of the officer from
Mississippi, when the matter could Le
settled by the Governor of Tennessee or
the adjutant-general,who was authorized
to act in his absence. This request was
warmly opposed by counsel for Sullivan,
who held that the Tennessee officers had
no authority to make the arrest, and
that prize-fighting being a misdemeanor
under the laws of Mississippi, it was not
an extraditable offence. During the
argument, which was a long one, Sulli-
uan sat at a table beside his attorneys,
but had very little to say either to them
or to Johnston. He wore a nervouslook,
and fanned himself vigorously, as the
room was crowded and warm almost to
suffocation.

Judge McAllister, summing up the
case, held in a brief oral decision that
under the law prize fighting was a mis-
demeanor in Mississippi, and was not
an extraditable offence. He did not
think it worth while to hold the matter
over until the arrival of the Mississippi
officer, as the Governor of Tennessee had
already refused to honor a requisition in
a misdemeanor case. He would there-
fore, he said, order the immediate dis-
charge of the defendant.

As soon as the decision was rendered,
the .crowd yelled and pressed toward
Sullivan. Many of those present shook
hands with him and congratulated him
upon the result of the case. He found

in the halls of the court house a greatyj

throng, which went wild with excitement
when he appeaied. He managed to
reach an open_carriage just outside the
court yard, and accompanied by a friend,
entered it, and was driven over the city.

AN ATROCIOUS MURDER.j

A WOMAN AND CHILD KILLED AND
THREE OTHER CHILDREN
WOUNDED.

—_—

The Marderer Leaps From the Window
and is Found Dead—He is Supposed
to Hiave Been Insane.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Bosrtoy, July, 13.—A murder of the
most atrocious character occurred in
Somerville abont 12.30 this morning.
The victims were Mrs. Catherine Smith
and her son Thomas aged 14 years who
were shot and killed instantly. Two other
children Willlie and Agustus aged 12 and
7 respectively, were wounded. Augustus
Rosenberg who has been supposed by
many to be the husband of Mrs. Smith
was the murderer. No motive is assign-
ed for the horrible deed and the general
theory is that he was insane.
The scene of the tragedy.
was a tenement owned and occupied by
Mrs. Smith. The ground floor is used as
a provirion and grocery store, the busi-
ness having been carried on by Mrs.
Smith since the disappearance of
her husband, Charles Smith, who is sup-
posed to have commited suicide by
jumping from the Portland a
little more than a year agoe.

‘Near neighbors were aroused bv a
number of pistol shots and the police
were soon on hand. They entered
the front door and in the entryen count-
ered the dead body of Thomas Smith
who was probably shot in the entry

' | while attempting to escape. A bullet had

entered his forehead. He was the eldest
of the children of which there were five.
Mrs. Smith was found in bed. The indi-
cations were that she was shot while
asleep and instantly killed.
All the children cccupied rooms in the
attic, the second floor being used for
domestic purposes and one room by Mrs.
Smith and Rosenberg. Thomas slept
alone, Willie aged 12 years and
Augustus aged 7 years slept in
8 room by themselves. The former was
shot through the body and the wound in
all probability willjprove fatal. Augustus
was shot in the mouth and may recover.
The boy Charlie aged 5 vears was slight-
ly wounded. :
Rosenberg jumped from the window
after accomplishing his work, and his
dead body was later found in the yard
without wounds, but with signs of poi-
soning present. Rosenberg was the hus-
band of Charles Smith’s sister, who died
a few yearsago. He had severalichildren
of hisown. He went to live with Mrs.
Smith shortly after the mysterious dis-
appearance of her husband. The couple
were never married so far as anyone
knows. Both were. about 45 years of

age.
