Miss Radabaugh 
also heard the scream and ran toward 
the herd.

ATTACKED BY THE NATIVES.

The Governor of New Guinea*» Parly 
Repulse an attack of Natives and 
Burn their Village.

London, Oct. 15—Advices from Bris­
bane, Queensland, state that Sir William 
MacGregor,administrator of New Guinea, 
accompanied by a party of 22 men, re­
cently landed on the Island of Demara.

A Force of 250 natives made an attack 
upon the party but after bard fighting 
they were finally repulse 1. When the 
natives retreated,- they left 11 of their 
number dead or wounded. Several of 
the whites were wounded. Sir William’s 
party then set fire to and burned the vil­
lage of the natives.

AN UNEXPECTED DEPARTURE.

The Csar Leaves Berlin Before the Ap­
pointed Time.

Berlin, Oct. 13.—The Czar and his son 
drove to Charlottenburg at 9.30 this morn­
ing and placed wreaths of laurel and 
white roses npon the tomb of the late Em­
peror William. Upon their return they 
attended service at the embassy chapel. 
Emperor William arrived at the embassy 
at noon, when he and the Czar drove in 
state with imposing suites to the qnartç 
ers of the Alexander regiment,' wherb 
they were entertained at lunch­
eon by the officers. In offer­
ing a toast to the Russian army, Emper­
or William alluded to the fact that his 
grandfather, when a young man, gained 
the Russian cross of St George and the 
honorary colonelcy of the Kaluga regi­
ment for bravery at the battle of Bar- 
Sur Aube. Then were the days, he said, 
when Russian and Frussion troops fought 
and bled shoulder to shoulder. Coming 
down to more recent times he testified 
to the gallantry of Russians in the de­
fence of Sabastapol and at the storming 
of Plevna. The Czar made a reply in 
German and toasted the welfar -^^** 
-brava AI#v—1 1 P’ ^
both sovereigns retttrnëd#''fo TTrerntosaian 
embassy.

Immediately after Emperor William 
drove to the castle; the Czar followed him 
at j 3.15 p. m, and bade farewell to 
the Empress. Thence he drove directly 
to the station. Here there was a brilliant 
assemblage, including the Prince Al­
brecht Leopold and a number of officers 
and diplomats. The Czar shook hands 
with most of those present In taking 
farewell the two monarchs repeatedly 
embraced each other. The train which 
carried the Czar started at 
4.17 p. m. for Ludwigslust. Today Em­
peror William wore a Russian uni­
form and the Czar was attired in the 
uniform of the Alexander regiment The 
Czar was met at Ludwigslust by the 
Grand Duke of Mecklenburg and family. 
The station was beautifully decorated 
and a guard of honor was drawn up to 
receive the Czar. All drove to the 
castle. The streets along the route were 
filled with people who greeted the Czar 
with enthusiastic acclamation. This 
evening a grand sapper was given in the 
castle in honor of the Czar. To-morrow 
will be spent in hunting.

The Czar’s leave taking of Prince Bis­
marck and Count Von Waldersee was 
especially warm. When he had depart­
ed Emperor William invited Prince Bis­
marck to take the right hand seat i r> the 
imperial carriage, the one the Czar had 
just vacated. The two drov$ to the 
Chancellor’s palace where they .alighted 
and remained for an hoar con­
versing. The reception of the Czar 
by the people of Berlin was cordial but 
reserved. His departure was a surprise 
as it was expected he would [remain for 
the state dinner this evening. The strict­
est police measures for the safety o f the 
Czar in this city were continued thr ough­
out the day. All traffic was fstopped 
along the route to the railroad station 
and the time of departure of the Czar 
was kept a secret.
