The Fire TUnderwriters’ Association
interviewed the ecity council
evening on the subject of having afully
paid fire “department. Mayor Redfern
presided and all the members of the al-
dermanic board and a large number of
underwriters were present.

The Afollowing complaint was read by
J. G. Elliott, secretary of the Fire Un-
derwriters’ Association:

To His Worship Mayor Redfern and
Aldermen,

Gentlemen:  Our meeting with you
this' evening is, as 'you are no doubt
aware, with a view of discussing the
advisability of “a full paid fire depart-
ment, which in our opinion and that of
many. of our leading!insurance companies
should supersede the'present call system.
In estimating the particularevalue of a
city’s, fire appliances there is nearly al-
ways this awkward feature present, that
the fire brigade and its officers have
usuplly so little experience in fire fight-
ing. that a sudden night alarm or some
exceptional and unexpected = circum-
stance or crisis in connection with a fire
| 48 quite maturally apt to disconcert them
and tends to prevent them applying their
best -energies, however courageous and
{ capable they may be. 'Of course prac-
| tice gives them experience; but this, alas,
| implies education at the expense' of some
! insurance company. Take a real occa-
| sion for the  service of the local force
| and you will note an undue excitement
|
|
|

and nervous haste among the men, which
only discipline and experience can tone
down; and then minutes are so precious,
so impgrtant, at the outset of & fire, that
promptitude and skill on the part of the
chief, readiness and coolness on the part
of his -subordinates, count for much in
keeping down the loss. One grave de-
- ficiency of theé present system-is the ab-
| sence of the firemen from the fire halls,
i there being only Some two or three sleep:
ing on' the premises; the rest- living at
| their homes-in different-parts of the city,
"the majority, we are. sorry-to say, out-
! gide the fire limits, and some even be-
yond the city limits. These deficiencies
would be overcome by the establishment
I"of a paid department, as all the members
| of the brigade would always be on the
premtises ready for action. It was but

‘; The majority of you are no doubt un-

i figures showing the true state of affairs.
E Taking the average‘annual premium in-
I eome for the last six years. at $80,000;

_dent of ipsurance at Ottawa; 80 per
“eent.; and reserve for.umexpired- policies
and ‘reinsurance purposes, 40 per- cent.;

paid men, cost, $32,000; Spokane, Wash.,
population,-30,000, has 45 ful paid men,
expenses, $56,000.

In, conclusion, you must readily see
that we are in a position to demand a
more - efficient sérvice than at present
provided, eonsidering the large ‘amount
paid by the companies into the city trea-

~indicated, that the rates in Victoria will
have to be advanced; and would, there
fore, strongly urge upon you'the adoption

Mayor Redfern then produced txllllg’r(c):li
of t.he men present at the various fires
during the past year, showing a record
of 50 fires with an average of two ab-
sentees.

Ald. Partridge wanted to have the
chief present. The roll cail as read by
Fh’e mayor was not called at the begir;-
ing of the fire; it was called afterwards.

Mayor Redfern acknowledged that the
roll - was called when the fire was
extinguished.

Ald. Vigelius -1id not see how the roll
could be called. at the beginning of =
fire; there being no time then for" the
calling of the roll.

Mr. Richard Hall explained tﬁat the
underwritegs were present by the re-
quest of their companies, who thought
that the system now being adopted in
qll other ecities of having a fully paid
fire department would be better for
their interests. The call men were not
80 well under the control of the chief
as a paid department would be.. Call
men also kad a way of going to the
chief and telling him that they were go-
ing to take a holiday and putting a sub-
stitute in their place. Mr. Hall did not
consider this to be a _satisfactory way
of looking after the interests of the un-
derwciters and the property owners of
the ecity. Another thing, he did. not
thmmk call men should be allowed to live
far away from the fire hall. The most
successful way in dealing with fires was
not in throwing & great quantity of wa-
ter on to them; it was in getting there
and extinguishing them before they had
time to make any headway. The fire
department, howevér, had ‘done good ser-
vice; it was a very efficient department
and the fault.did not li€ with the men.
I'he water-preéssure here, Mr. Hall 'said,
was_ very low. All | insurance men
coming here. from Montreal and other
large’ egstern cities always poimted~this
out.” The ‘watér pressure of Vancou-
ver is mnearly double that of. Victoria.
In Vancouver they have a pressure of
from 80 to 90 pounds, while here we
have a pressure of only forty pounds.

Mayor Redfern said that even should
the council continue the present system
they would insist on more men sleeping
in the fire-halls. He personally would
favor having one-half of the fire depart-
ment “sleeping in the fire halls. The
mayor and aldermen, he pointed out,
were-just as much interested in the effi-
ciéncy -of the fire department as the
underwrigers were.

Mr. Hall sgid -he quite understood
that a good result would come from this

meén ‘would-sleep in the fire halls. This
would  be -a good result whether the
council decided to make a change or net.

Ald. Wilson said the fire underwriters
were laying great stress on the low
pressure here, and that the fire depart-
ment depends mainly on the fire engines.
He pointed out that the city of Montreal
was also depending on the fire engines.

J. P. Dalby also explained the pres-
ence of the underwriters, .saying that
they had all been instructed from their
head offices to press upon the city the
advisability of having a paid fire de-
partment. When the men were always
on hand they could do a great deal more
work than the call men.

Ald. McCandless wanted to know if a
paid department of 18 men would be
equal to the system now in use of 11
paid and 17 call men, both of which
systeins were equal in cost.

Mr. Dalby considered the paid de-
partment to be the best of the two sys-
tems.

Ald. Harrison wanted to know what
was the matter with the present fire
department. ;

“Nothing,” -said Mr. Dalby, “they are
an efficient department.”

Mr. Hall said that the underwrigers
did not come to dictate to the council
in the matter, but they would like to
have the department improved if the
council did mnot see their way clear to
adopt the system of having a fully paid
department. That we -have had no
large fires here, he said, was no guarau-
tee that we will not have any in the
future, -

Mr. Dickinson followed, saying that
in his ‘opinion a paid department of =
smaller number would be more advanta-
geous /‘thap the total number now em-
ployed.

H. A. Munn considered that the main
object of the meeting was to get a bet-
ter fire department. The underwriters
did not come to make a raid on the ex-
chequer.

Mr. Hall then thanked the mayor and
douncil for the interview and the under-
writers withdrew.

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A 'MEDAL FOR NANSEN.

Presentation ﬂy the Prince of Wales to
the Norwegian Hero.

London, Feb. 9.—There was an im-
pressive scene at the Royal Albert Hall
last evening, when amid the cheering of
an audience of about 7000 persons, the
Prince of Wales presented Dr. Nansen,
tl‘le Norwegian ' explorer, with "the spe-
cml. medal “of the  Royal Geographical
Spc:ety. Earlier ‘in ‘the evening Dr.
Nénsen dined at the Imperial Institute,
the Prince of Wales, the Duke of York
and many other notables of the Royal
Geographical Society - being - present.
The party then repaired to the Royal
Albert Hall, where an immense audi-
ence awaited them. Dr. Nansen, who
was accorded a most ~enthusiastic ré-
ception, delivered his lecturg in a modest
manner and ‘demonstrated his - subject
by photographs ox slides , which had
been obtained by himself. At the con-
clusion of the lecture the Prince of
Wales presented him with a gold medal.
It is the second time only that this
medal has’been given to an ' explorer,
Mr. H. M. Stanley being the first to be
thus honored: The medal is large and
handsome and has in bhigh  relief the
head of Dr. Nansen amid a running cir-
cle of bay leaves. -Outside the bay
leaves is the ioscription: = “Presented
by the Royal Geographical Society for
Arctic Explorations, 1895-1896.”  Dr,
Nansen’s name is at the back of the
head, and on the reverse side is the
Fram in the ice. Beneath the ice is a
kyack and an oar crossed with bay
leaves. A silyer replica was presented
to Lieut. Scott-Hansen, and a replica in
bronze was sent o each of the crew.

THE BUBONIC PLAGUE.

The Dread Disease to -be Fought. With a
- New Serum.

New York, Feb. 9.—The World’s Paris
correspondent says:

At this moment the eyes of Europe are
centred on a little steamer which left
Marseilles a few days ago bearing Dr.
Yersin, of the Pasteur Institute, to Bom-
bay, to fight the terrible bubonic plague
with servin which is possessed by no
other man. -This is not the doctor’s first
experience with the dread ‘“tschouma,”
as they call the disease: in the
Bast. Dr. Roux, of the Pasteur Insti-
tute says: £

“Dr. Yersin went to Hongkong in 1894
to s*udy the pest, and during the follow-
ing year he continmed his bacteriological
studies: at the imstitute in’ Paris. As
soon as he was able to umnite the ele-
ments. of serum antagonistic to tschouma
he departed. for Canton and Amoy. The
result of his experiments has been that
of twenty-seven cases treated by him in
the fall of 1895 he lost only two, or less
than 15 per g¢ent, whereas the usual mor-
tality among the persons stricken is 80
per cent, and even higher in Bombay,
where “the serum has never been employ-
ed.”

BUTLER CARRIED STRYCHNINE.

Poison Was Found on the Australian
Murderer’'s Person.

San Franasco, Feb. 10.—Frank But-
ler, alias Howard, the alleged Australian
murderer, has been identified by .Capt.
Jones, of the British ship Flintshire, as
Richard Pascoe, a sailor who arrived at
this port on the British ship Dalardeen
Castle in 1890. The - recognition by
Jones and Butler was mutual. The
white powders found by the arresting
officer under the band of Butler’s nat
when the Swanhilda.arrived have beea
chemically analysized.and found to cou=
tain five grains of strychnine each. The
prisoner. was greatly agitated . when'the
coneealed “poison -was discovered. “He is
supposed 1o have kept-it-as a last means
of -eseape Trom. the-clutches of the lawy
The extradition hearing will' be resumed
this afternoon.
