Ottawa, April 7.—A statement of 

revenue and expenditures of the Domin­
ion, to be issued to-morrow, shows the 
revenue was $51,430,768, nearly $10,- 
000,000 more than for the same time last 
year. The expenditure was $38,72(1,305, 
or about $6,000,000 greater than the 
same time the previous year. The 
revenue is about $5,000,000 over all 
kinds of expenditures. ,„-l-

Autonomy Bill.

WARSHIPS PREPARING
TO PUT TO SEA. Owing to Terrorist Activity, Extraor- 

dinard Precautions Have Been 
Taken.

Report That Admiral Togo’s Fleet Has 
Been Sighted Off the Philippine

Islands,

As Result of the Earthquake at Hill 
Station—Men Cannot Be 

Rescued.

Naval Programme. •
St. Petersburg, April _6.—The com­

mittee appointed to investigate the capac­
ity of the Russian shipbuilding industiy 
for carrying out Russia’s new naval pro­
gramme has reported, showing that the 
present Baltic yards and machine snoos, 
expanded to their full capacity, could de­
liver in three years eight of the tweniy- 
five big battleships and cruisers and eight 
of the twenty-four smaller cruisers con­
templated. Given five years, seventy- 
four big ships and seventeen small craft 
could be completed, while the whole pro­
gramme can easily he executed under 
ten years if haste is not urgent.

Details of the programme have not 
been officially published, but it is report­
ed that it consists of ten battleships, fif­
teen 15,000-ton armored cruisers of the 
Rossia type, twelve cruisers of the 5,600- 
ton type, exclusive of torpedo-boat de­
stroyers, submarine and mine ships. Rus­
sian works are capable of supplying 
armor for only two and a half ships 
yearly, and the committee has not con­
sidered armament.

Hongkong, April 8.—In consequence

A ESTABLISH A BOYCOTT.

New Move By Polish Workmen and 
Revolutionists to Embarrass the 

Government.
St. Petersburg, April 7.—The annual 

parade of the Horse Guards, heretofore 
one of the most speetacular military cere­
monies as well as social functions of the 
year, was chiefly notable to-day by the 
absence of Emperor Nicholas and the 
imperial family.

The Horse Guards is the Emperor’s 
own regiment, and never before has he 
failed to attend its annual parade. With 
the Empress, Dowager Empress and the 
entire court, the Emperor remained at 
Tsarskoe-Selo.

The only grand dukes who ventured 
ont of their palaces were Nicholas, Boris 
and Alexander Michaeiovitch, the first 
named representing His Majesty. Even 
the Grand Duke Vladimir, commander 
of the military district, was not present. 
The explanation given is'that he was 
detained at the palace on account of 
sickness. ,

The danger to the imperial family 
regarded as especially great to-day as it 
happened that this was the festival of 
the Immaculate Conception, one of the 
strictest religious holidays, and the fear 
of an untoward incident in view of the 
activity of the terrorists, and extraordin­
ary precautions were taken. All busi­
ness was suspended.

The entire population w.as in the 
streets.

St. Petersburg, April 8.—The Polish 
workmen and revolutionists have found 
a new way by trying to embarrass the 
government by organizing a boycott on 
vodka and tobacco for the purpose of 
saving the money of the poor and redu­
cing the revenue of the state.

The dismissal of Romsky Korsokoff 
from the staff of the conservatory on ac­
count of his attitude during the students’ 
strike is evoking a storm of adverse 
criticism. He was dismissed by the 
business management of the conserva­
tory committee which did not consult the 
advisory committee of the academy of 
imperial musical society, the members of 
which are resigning in protest. It is 
computed that the stoppage of work in 
the universities has cost the government 
$750,000,in tuition fees, which otherwise 
goes toward paying the salaries of the 
faculties.

Lahore, Punjab, India, April 7.—Four 
hundred and seventy men of Gurkha 
regiments were buried alive as a result 
of the earthquake at the Hill station of 
Dharmsala (95 mile northeast of Simla) 
according to the latest information from 
that place.

The report adds that it is impossible 
to rescue the entombed men.

London, April 7.—The correspondent 
St St. Petersburg of the Times tele- 
graphs:

“The latest Official information leads 
to the belief that the Japanese are ad­
vancing in crescent formation, Oku on 
the left, Noku on the centre and Kuroki 
and Kamamura on the right, with a 
total strength of 475,000.

RUSSIA STAKES
HOPES ON FIGHT.

St. Petersburg, April 8.—Intense inter­
est was aroused here to-day by the 
nouncement that Admiral Rojestvensky’s 
squadron was passing Singapore, but the 
admiralty does not admit that it has re­
ceived official confirmation of the report. 
In fact, the officials have exercised un­
usual reticence for some time about the 
movements and intentions of the squad­
ron, but, as stated several times in these 
dispatches, the Associated Press had 
positive knowledge that Admiral Rojest- 
vengky was leaving Admiral Nebogatoff 
(commander bf a. division of the second 
Pacific Squadron) behind and was bound 
for the Far East to try conclusions with 
Admiral Togo. _ —

All Russian hopes of changing the f^ 
tune of war are staked upon the issue, 
and for some time the admiralty has de­
clared that only peace could intervene' to 
prevent a final trial for the mastery of 
the sea. >;.

Another Report.
Calcutta, April 7.—According to the 

reports received here only 140 soldiers, 
mostly Gurkhas, were killed at the 
Dharmsala cantonment, and these were 
crushed to death through the collapse of 
a stone barracks building. But it is add­
ed that 71 are missing. In addition to 
the Europeans already reported killed at 
Dharmsala, seven children of Euro­
peans are said to have met their deaths.

The greatest difficulty is experienced 
in procuring news from Dharmsala. The 
telegraph staff at the station there was 
practically wiped out, and a temporary 
office has been opened-13 miles from the 
town, but the facilities are most scant.

The Kangra valley is believed to have 
been devastated, and it is reported the 
town of Kangra was reduced to rùïhs 
with great loss of life.

No confirmation of the report Is obtain­
able as the telegraph station- at Kangra 
is wrecked.

Kangra, known In ancient times as 
Nabarko, is a town in the Punjaub, 90 
miles east, northeast of Amritsar.

Vienna, April 6,—A dispatch from 

Vilna states that all of the able-bodied 
men in the district having been sent to 
the war by the Gear, the women and 
children invaded the imperial forests and 
began to cut the dead timber, arguing 
that as their protectors were away, In the 
service of the Emperor, there could be 
no barm in securing fuel to warm them­
selves from the deadfalls of the woods. 
The foresters drove them away, and beat 
a number-Of themjjrqeUy.

The next day the wofeen,.armed with 
clubs and axes, returned and attacked 
the foresters. They burned the house of' 
the chief forester, and so badly injured 
him and three of his assistants that ail 
are expected to die.

St. Petersburg, April 7.—12.35 p.m.— 
The'efforts of the police to smother the 
political agitation have led. them even 
to invade the cemeteries in their search 
for evidence of treason. It has become 
the practice of students to place on the 
graves of comrades who were active, or 
who suffered in the cause of freedom 
wreaths bound ,with ribbons on which 
political sentiments are inscribed. The 
police now make nqcturivj visits to the 
cemeetstee- tn - „f 'ftfese mettais, \
which are promptly confiscated.

t CANAL BUILDING)Members Protest Against -;the Election 
of Apostles.

Salt Lake, Utah, April 6.—Joseph F. | 
Smith was to-day sustained* ns prophet, 
seer and revelator of the Mormon chu.-eh 
by unanimous vote of the members at 
the opening session of the seventy-fifth 
annual conference. When a vote was 
taken to sustain the twelve apostles, two 
hands were raised in dissent. One of 
the dissenters rose to explain his vote, 
but was not permitted to speak.

Portland, Ore., April 7.—The state of Ore­
gon has delivered to Major W. Cj Langfitta 
a deed conveying, under title to the gotern- 
ment, the entire right of way for the 
Dallee-Celllo canal.
