At every point the people are in most dire
want, and though much assistance has
already been sent form Newfoundland, it
will be impossible to provide for all for
some time.

On the 23rd October the mail steamer
Hercules arrived at Indian Harbor with
300 people, whom she had picked up at
different places of call, and when Stupart
reached Grady, a couple of days later, he
found the Vanguard there with 600 more
homeless ones on board. The day before
the storm broke the Hudson Bay Com-
pany’s steamer Labrador sailed from Cart-
wright for England, but as she is a strong-
ly built ship, constructed to stand the
severest weather, little fear is felt for her
safety.

Stupart tells a stirring story of the
perilous experiences of his party. After
abandoning their station in Hudson straits

August to attempt to reach Fort Chimo,
at the mouth of Ungave Bay, and during
the ensuing thirteen days they were toss-
ed about by heavy gales of wind and
snow, suffering severely from bitter cold
and in danger of being dashed to pieces
on the rocks at any moment. Navigaticn
along their course was extremely hazard:
ous, hidden shoals and reefs extending out
from the shore for miles and the tide

being very strong with rise and fall in
places of over 60 feet. When they ar-
rived at Fort Chime, all their provisions
were exhausted exeept a small supply of
biscuit. Stupart explains his abandon-
ment of the observing station by the fact
that thelrelief steamer Alert was expect-
ed there the middle of July, and not turn-
ing up within a month from that date he
coucluded she nad met with disaster. One
of the men with him, Henry Bennett, of
St. John’s, Nfld., remained at the latter
place on the arrival of the party there.
