TEE DOMINION ELBCTIONS.

The Dominion elections, which took
place on Tuesday, resulted in a victory

for gains in Quebec and Ontario. Hon.
Wilfrid Laurier will now be premier,
and the country will await, with great
interest, the course he will take on the
two questions which have been upper-
most in the campaign. The most im-
portant of these is, of cotrse, his “free
trade” policy, which he bas, heretofore,
not presented in definite form, and, the
other, the Manitoba School difficulty.
There can be- little doubt that the
overthrow of the Government has been
brought about chiefly because of the
stand it took on the latter question,
and although Mr. Laurier is on record
as stating that if he were premier he
would' settle it satisfactorily to all
parties, and on a constitutional basis,
his ability to do so may not be easy of
demonstration. It appears that the
French of Quebec, who were supposed
to have a special interest in - protecting
the Manitoba minority in their educa-
vional ' rigiiﬁ;' were, after all, little
troubled about that matter, but almost
entirely influenced by their desire to
secure the position of Premier of
Oanada for & man of their race; and it
is an illustration of the uncertainties of
Canadian politics, that while the East

principle in which the French people of
the country were specially and peculiarly
interested, the latter were supremely
indifferent in the whole matter and
bent upon demonstrating their loyalty
to racial ambitions and the develop-
ment of the “nationale” idea, while
Orange Ontario was bent on punishing
the Government for endeavoring to
remedy an injustice done to Catholics.
The die is cast, however, ‘and we
must await Mr. Laurier’s submission
of his schemes for the solution of the
larger qhestions at issue between the
two parties. He will, for the first
time in his political carveer, have to
formulate policies on matters in connec-
tion with which he has, hereto-
fore, had to deal only in a general
way, and whether or vot he is posses-
sed of the statesmanlike qualities with
which his admirers have endowed him,
will soon be demonstrated. If he can
give us “free trade as it is ia England”
and, at the same time, raise sufficient
revenue to pay cur bills' and carry on

otherwise aid in the country’s develop-
ment, he will have a long lease of
power. Meantime, everybody ought
to feel like giving him a chance to
carry out his pledges, and judging him
according to the measure of success or
failure which he will realise therein.

It is of
interest not only to Nova Scotians, but
also to Canadisns everywhere, for with
the breadth of thought aud political fore-
sight which animated him, he did more
than any other man, living or dead, to
call into life the national spirit which is
at the present time carryiug Canada for-
ward towards the great destiny awaitiog
her. What grand and accurate concep-
tions of our future must have animatled
Mr. Howe, when he delivered that
memorable railway speech of his in the
City of Halifax a little more than forty
five years ago, and in which he said,
among other things :—

¢I am neither a prophet nor the son of
“‘ prophet, yet I will venture to predict
“‘hat we shall in a few years make the
“journey hence to Qusbec and Montreal
“and home through Porilind and S:.
“John by rail ; and I believe that many in
“this room will live to hear the whistle of
“the steam engine in the passes of the
*‘Rocky Mountains and to make the
‘‘journvy from Halifax to the Pacific
““in five or six days” !
The book is well worth many times its
price for the advantage of reading the
few speeches or portions of speeches of
Mr. Howe which it contains, to say
nothing of its value as a contribution to
the history of & most important period
in the annals of the country.

News and Notes.

H. R. Sheron, writing from the
Author’s Club, says that he has visited
Oacar Wilde in the Reading prison and
that the prisoner is a complete physical
and mental wreck.

Very Rev. Mon. Oarmady of St
Patrick’s church died at Halifax last
Thursday after a lingering illoess. He
had beer iifty-one yearsin the priest-
hood, all of which time he speat in Nova
Scotia. He was a natjve of Jreland and
was one uf the volunteer priests who
came out to Nova Scotia at the call of
Bishop Walsh.

Despatches from Buluwayo show that
the revolt of the natives in the district
of Matabeleland is of the moat seriqus
nature. The todies of thirity or forty
murdered whites have already been dis-
covered and patrols have been sent to
warn the settlers who have been
ordered to the laager at Fort Salisbury,
which is itself considered to be in danger.

Last Friday’s St. John Sun says:—
A conference uf the two parties in the
Queens and Suubury contest was lLeld in
this city yesterday afternoon. It was
agreed that the election should be con-
ducted on both sides without the use of
money for any purposes not recognized
by law. The candidates and their com-
mittees undertake to prevent the use of
money for the purchase of votes, convey-
ance of voters to the polls, and the pro-
viding of meals and refyeshments,
Awmong those present at this meeting
were the two candidates and some of their
leading friends. Each fully expressed
confidence that the other would stand
by the letter and spirit of the agreemwent.
It is to be hoped that they kept ths com-
pact; although in some cases we fear it
would be like the compact with Manitoba,
in Grit estimation.

Hoa. John Bevarley Robinson ex-
lieutenant governor of Qatario, dropped
dead just as he was stepping on the plat-
form, at Sic Charles Tupper’s meeting in
Massey hall un 19th iunst., at which Mr.
Robinson was to have spoken. Deceasad
was born in 1820 and was the second son
of 8Sir John Beverley Robinson, one time
chigf jystice of Canada. He was one of
the most widely kuown of Canada's public
men, was prominent in all athlcgic sports
and a eloquent speaker. He became
mayor of Toronto iu 1857 and in the
same year he was elected to represent
Toronto in the Canadian pacliament, he
was re-electad at intervals for different
constituencies until 1880, when he was
appointed Jieutenant-governor of Uatario.
He occupied this position for seyen yesrs
and achieved great popularity. His
sudden death was nor made known to
more than a dozen people in the hall and
the meeting proceeded in ignorance of
the tragic event. Lady Robinson died
about three ypars ago. ‘

What is probably one of the largestlum-
ber deals in the history of the maritime
provinces was eonsummated at Amherst on
Wednesday when the extensive properties
belonging to Jas.

The property had been bonded to Mr.
W. E. Gilmore, who made the sale to the
Shulee Lumber Co. The price was $150,-
000 for both properties. It is estimated
there is }0Q million feetof lumber on this
property and it is the intention of tne
Company to begin operations on this area
next winter.

His patriotism is the strongest point in
his character. \Whether as a boy soldier,

hting for his counutry, or as a politician
seeking to serve it, as a governor directing
the fortunes of a grast state, or as a states-
man molding the statutes of the nation, he
has been first and foremost and all his pride
has been centered in his United States
citizenship. Not since the days of Webster,
with whom he has many traits in common,
always excepting Abraham Lincoln, has the
United States had a man in public life who
so typified the country, whose every utter-
ance had in it so much expression of his love
of the l1and, as McKinley. All through his
4 ycars in the army, his 14 years in
congress and his 4 years in the gubernatorial
chair,he has been unswerving in his fidelity
to his couotry. Such is the maa who is
now the Republican candidats for the
presidency.

McKinley was but 33 years ol1 wheo he
was elected by the people of his distriot
to represent them in congress. There he
soon made his mark, and was returned at
each subsequent electivn until that of 1890,
in which year a gerrymander of his district
defeated him by a masjority of only 302,
This was the culininating one of several
efforts on the part of the Democratic lagis-
latare to gerrymander McKinlsy out of
congress.

When General Garfiel | received the nom-
ination for the presidency, McKinley was
assigned to the vacancy onthe committee
oo’ ways and means. He served om the
last mentioned committee until the expira-
tion of his liwst tern as representative,
While chairman of this committee he
framed the MoKinley bill, which afterward
became a law and which still bears his
name.

McKioley was a portege of ex-President
Hayes, and up to the time of the latter’s
death he recognized the ex-president as his
adviser and counselor, He was in General
Hayes’ regiment during the rebellion.
General Hayes knew him and his father
well, and saw in the dashing young cavalier
the germ of greatness. He neaded a coun-
selor, an adviser, a friend, and General
Hayes watched over him with the filial love,
devotion and pride of a father.

The war ended McKinley still remained
an object of hope, of interest and pride to
General Hayes. McKinley became a candi-
date for congress and was elected, When
Hayes was president, McKinléy was in the
house of representatives. He was a frequent
welcome visitor at the White House. One
day the president gave him advice, which
made McKinley the foremost champion of a
protective tariff. President Hayes thus
spoke to the young representative ;

““To achieve success and fame you must
pursue a special live. You must not make a
speech on every motion offered or bill intro-
duced. You must confine yourself to one
particular thing. Beccme a specialist.
Take up some braoch of legislatien and
make that your study. Why not take up
the subject of tarifi? Being a subject that
will not be settled for years to come, it
offers a great field for study and a chance
for gltimate fame,”

With these words ringing in his ears
McKinley began studying tke tariff and
soon became the foremost authority on the
subject.

The day upon which the “McKinley tariff
bill” was passed in the house must always

d as the supreme moment of McKinley’s
coogressional oareer. The bill, by adroit
parliamentary generalship which had pre-
vented it from being weighted down with
amendments not approved by the committee,
had been brought under the operation of the
previous question. It stood complete,
ready to go forth for gaod or evii. Upon
McKioley devolved the task of smoothing
its path and speeding it upon its way.

The occasion, thoroughly advertised,
attracted to the capitol an immense throng.
The galleriecs were one mass of humanity
and the anticipation of the vote had com-
polled the attendance of ayery member, As
asual, McKinley spoke without notes. His
voice, penetrating but not harsh, filled the
chamber., Every sentence was as solid as
the granite in the eternsl hills, Never was
an orator more free from the ordioary clap-
t-ap than McKinley. So true is this that
the incident when he saddeoly drew from
beneath his desk the gyit of olothes which
he purchased for $1Q at the establishment of
a fellow repr $ative in Boston, in order
to demonstrate the oheapness of weariog
appearel, stands out in all its loneliness with
vivid distinctness.

It was this earnestness and self conviction
that made McKinl y’saddr:sses in the house
aad on the stump so cffective. Indeed the
occasion i8 still recslled when he held an
audience of Georgia people for two hours at
a Chaatauqua assembly near Atlants white
he preached to them the glories of the pro-
tective taniff system ‘It was oanly by the
greatest self control,” said Heory W. Grady.
speaking of this event afterward, ‘“that]
restrained myself from vising ss McKinley
concluded his wonderful speech and declar«
ing myself henceforth ready to follow him
as a disciple.”

James G. Blaine, ia his **Twenty Years
of Congress,” reviews the Forty-tifth con-
gress, in which McKinley first sat, as
follows : ““William McKinley, Jr., entered
from the Canton district. He enlisted in
an Ohio regiment when but 17 years old and
won the rank of msjor by meritorious ser-
vice. The interest of his constitueney and
his own bent of mind led him to the study
of industrial questions, and hs was soqn
recogniged in $he house as one of the most
thorough statisticisos and ome of the
ablest defenders of the doctrine of protec-
tion.”

At a great mass meeting in Indianapolis
several years ago ex-President Hariison was
presidiog officer, McKinley was one of the
speakers, and Harrison introdaced him as
follows :

‘“He has endeared himself to all by his
record as a gallant young soldier battling
for the flig. He has honored himsolf, his
state and the ocountry by his conspicuous
services in high legislative and executive
places. 'No man more than he is familiar
with the questions that now engage public
thought. No man is more ablo than he
lucidly to set them before the people. I do
not need to invoke your attention to what
he shall say. He will command it.”

The timent which resulted in the

hood spent gmo “simple bat pure minded
people—spent in industry and in an honest
endeavor fo rise. A young manhood de-
voted to /gallsntly fighting for the Union,
snd later\whén pesce had come snd the
sword was pn! away, to the pursuit of an
honored profagsion. The details of his later
career in oong s where for years he repre-
sented his state ‘aithfully aod with much
personal credit—are ~ widely k::own. His
later services to the great common-
wealth of which he became governor are of
wuch recent date that they need hardly to

nomination of McKinley for goveraor of
Ohio was engendered immediately upon the
anpouncement of the result of the election
of 1800, when after 14 years' continuone
sarvice 1 congress the Ohic sfatesman was
defeated lor re.election, despite the faot
that he cut dowa the Democratic majority
from 2,900 to 302.

During his gubernatorial campaige in 1895
McKinley visited 86 of the 88 counties of
Ohio and made 130 speeches. . He was
elected by a plurality of 80,995, up to that

‘of bis administration.

time the record plurality in Ohio’s history.

The policy which Governor McKinley
pursued during his four years of occupancy
of the gubernatorial chair was well outlined
when ia his inaugural address be said:
“It is my desire to co-operat: with you in
every endeavor to secure & wise, economioal
snd hovorable administration, and so far
as can be done, the improvement and eleva-
tion of the publioservice.”

From the day of his inauguration Gover-
nor McKinley took the greatest interest
in the management of the public benevolent
institutions of the state, and he madesa
atudy of means for their betterment. Dur-
ing his first term the state board of arbi-
tration was created, and he made the work-
ings of the board a matter of personal
supervision during the eatire four years
This board has had
its services enlisted in 28 strikes, and in
15 cases its efforts have been successful,

No account of McKinley’s conaection with
labor problems would be complete without
some mention of the tireless energy which
he displayed in securing relief for the 2,000
miners in the Hocking Vslley minihg district
who early in 1895 were reported out of work
and destitute. The news first came to the
governor one night at midnight, bat before
5 o’clock inthe morning he had upon hie
own responsibility dispatched to the afflict-
ed district s car containing $1,000 worth
of provisicns. Later he -made appeals for
assistence and finally distributed among the
2,732 families in the district olothing and
previsions to the amount of $32,796.95.

McKiuoley’s home lifs is very happy,
despite the fact that his wife is an invaiid.
Mrs, McKinley received an excellent edaca-
tion when a girl, spent some time abroad
and became her father's assistant in his
bauk, whereit was said that her fair face
attracted bouquets ani baok motes to the
window. ‘“She must be trained,” ssid her
father, ‘‘to buy her own bread if necessary,
and not to sell herself to matrimony.”

She had many saitors, but Major Mo-
Kinley, then a rising young lawyer, van-
quished all rivalry, removed the young
woman from the cashier's window and won
from her father, honest James Saxtdn,
these words when the hand of the daughter
was gained :

“Yousre the only man I have ever
known to whom I would intrust my daugh-
ter.”

Mrs. McKinley has always assisted her
husband in politics. Her ill health has in
no wise deterred her from enjoyiug the
political honors he has won, mor has it pre-
vented her from being a wise counaselor.
Her presence has time and again served as
an iospiration to her husband. When
political preferment first came to former
Governor McKinley, it was his wife who
convinced bim that he should sccept. She
believed implicitly in his talents, and that
his service would be for the good of the
state she was certasin: She has never
wavered in her faith in her husband’s con-
vigti and quently she is s protec-
tionist and believes the country must have a
protective tariff law.

She has confidence in him, not only as s
public official, but a8 & man, Her illness
has been avercome by her affection, and she
has traveled thousands of miles whea she
was weak in body merely that she might be
vear him. 8he has encouraged him by
word, look and presence, and he has in
knightly style retarned the favors and re-
ciprogated the ascred affection, Her home
life bas been short, for out of the 25 years
of marned life more than 20 have been
passed by ber husbaad in the public service,
She has lived in hotels, doubtless a soarce of
regret, since her fragile body made it more
thao imperative that she should have a quiet
place. She has never complained, buat has
urged Governor McKinley to push forward
in his public career.

Mrs. McKinley spends most of her time
in & cozy apartmeat on the second floor, and
much of her leisure is devated to crocheting
those dainty little slippers which have so
many times brought sunshine into gloomy
hospital wards in various parts'of the conn-
try. ‘Itissaid that she has knitted over
4,000 pairs of these slippers in her 20 years
of invalid life In sppeapance Mrs. Mc-
Kioley isof medium height, with browa
hair aud large deep blue eyes. Althuugh
an iovalid, she makes and receives calls and
often goes on shopping tours. - Mrs. Mo-
Kioley cares little for dress, although her
toilets are always in excelleat saste,

Her face betrays a faint lsnguor, sugges-
tive of the invalid, but it is fair and bears
s stamp of beauty, in spite of the 49 yeara
she carries. Her ill health dates from
girlhood. As a student sho with difficalty
undertook the studies of the course, by
reason of this coondition, but with constant
cape sand frequent medical attsntion she
avercame all trouble suffiziently to enjoy
life and to taste of its pleasures. Her
actual invalidism dates from the birth of
their second child, in 1871. This child
died in 1ts infanoy and was followed by the
figt child, a daaghter of 3 years, a short
time afterward, Her mother aiso died
about this time. These sorrows were more
than she could bear, and she has never
vecovered. At present in sppearance and
ia actual heslth her condition is better than
for several years previously.

A little story of McKinley’s home acts
while governor may be of interest. No less
than his attention to his wife, his thought
and care for his mother, particalarly since
his father’s death in 1892, have attracted
comment, It had been his cqstom while
at home in Canton to take his mother to
church - each Sundsy morning. When he
went to Columbus as governor he determin-
ed to keep up the practice as much as
possible, and unless the press of public
business wag very great he always slipped
quietly aver to Canton from the atate
capital on Sunday moraings and walked
to church with bis mother on his arm.
The next train wounld ocarry him to Colum-
bae, where his wife awaited his coming.
Naturally the mother looks with pride on
such a son, and she follows with keen
intereat the progress of his presidential
canvass,

The liability of treea ta be struck by
lightning was not long ago fouod by Jonescu,
a German investigator, to depend less on
the s0il and height of the trees than on the
nature of the latter, those containing oils
being rarely struck, while those coataining
starch were extremely liable toit. A ocon- ’
unuation of the resvarches shows that the
season has mach inflaence—masny trees con-
taining oils in spring and starch in fall, or
the reverse.

The maoufactyre of artificial silk from
wood pulp has proven so suocessful at
Besancon, Francé, during the last two or
three years that the industry is to be
established in Kugland, near Manchester,
The new produgt is much oheaper than the
oatural silk, and it is said to take dye much
more readily, but its luster is less, and it is
reported to have the serious defect of being
liable to damage from water.

Experiments with a hermetically sealed
rubber bottle, coutaining water, have shown
that the rubber is not absolutely water-
tight.

Each material was tested in
tension, bending and compression, Reduc-
tion in temperature increased the yield
poiat and ultimste strength in tension,
while greatly reducing the elongation; the
metals all became much harder in compres-

Ameghinv from the most ancient tertiary
strata of Southern Patagoma. The best
kuown of these species is the Phororhacue
intlavus, comparable to the outrich in size
but more robust, and with a vulture-like
bill resembling that of the Dodo, & Mauritins
bird that became extinct near the close of
the seventeenth century. Another species
of the same genius, the P, longissimus, was
lurger, Its skull was 26 inches long, being
much greater than tHat of the horse, camel
or giraffs of the presehtday, and its stature
was scarcely less thau that of the Zpyorais
ingeus of Madagascar. But the giant of all
and the most gigantic bird yet kndwn, was
the Brontornis Burmeisteri. This bird
was of massive build and must have been
more than 13 feet t:ll, the total leogth of
the leg being 63 inches, or about 9.5 longer
than that of the Apyornis ingeas, while
the femur was 3 inches in diameter and the
head of the same bone was not lesa than 7
inch:s. Ite bill wae strong and hooked, and
it is believed that, unlike the Apyornis and
and divornis, it fed upon molluske asad
reptiles ag well as vegetable products, and
was really a ferocious beast of prey.

Sume interesting facts concerning the
vegetation growiug nearest the earth’s Poles
are given fn ZInowledge by W. Botting
Hemsley, the British botsnist. In the
bighest western latitudes yet reached, be-
tweeu 80° and 83° 6’ north latitude in
Ellesmere Laod and Grinoell Land, the last
British expedition collected about 70 specics
af plants, includivg some familiar showy
voes. In favorable places the ground is
carpeted with plante, many of them produc-.
iog brilliant colored flowers during the short
but continuous summer. In the same
lstitudes in Fraoz Josaf, Laad, however, the
plants, though of the same species, are in an
extremely stunted state, with scarcelya
flower to be seen, and nowhere does von-
tinuous vegetation cover more than a few
square feet. Seed in these regions is seldom
or-never perfected, the plants increasiog by
suckers, underground stems and trailiog root
stems. None of the plants, it may be re-
marked, are pecaliar to the localities, very
few are confised/to the Arctio wone, many
occur widely at elevations in temperate
latitudes, somne even on wountains in the
tropics, and a few reach the southern limita
of vegetation. Ia the southern hemisphere,
oo flowering plants are known withm 35 de-
grees of the Pole, and countries in as high a
latitude as Scotland are ice-hound. South
Georgia aod Macquarie Island—small
islands of small elevation, both in 54° south
latitude, one 1n the American and the other
10 the New Zealand region—may serve to
tllustrate the Antarctic flora. South
Georgia 18 about 1000 miles east of Cape
Horn, and vearly as far from any consider-
able island.  An exhaustive investigati
has shown that 1t contaios only 13 species
of floweriog plants and no ferns—no species
being peculiar to the island, and 9 out of
the 13 existing also in the New Zealand ox
Australasian region,
