MANY SERIOUSLY INJURED

Authorities Will Investigate Sham Fight
at Vancouver

VICTORIA, B. C., April 10, — De-

The list of injured is as fol-
lows: Corporal Alder, bullet entering
the right shoulder; Corporal Bennett,
bullet entered right side; Private Dix-
on, bullet entered left side of neck;
Private Budden, bullet entered breast;
Private Beck, bullet through the el-
bow- Other casualties are considerea
merely glancing wounds, and Private
Hall’'s hat was plerced with two bul-
lets. The hurdles used as barriers
show numerous bullet marks. Some
new recruit had hurriedly taken pack-
ages of bullet cartridges instead of
salute cartridges which were to be
used in the sham fight. An.official in-
vestigation is promised.
