of the waterways of the St. John River
met again this morning in the Equity
Court rooms in the Pugsley Building.
The entire morning was taken ‘up
with the evidence of Messrs. Rainboth
and Baylor, who are engaged in restor-

ing the boundary between United States

and Canada along the eastern provin-
ces

Their evidence was chiefly for the
purpose of identifylhg certain charts
of the boundary which they submitted
and explaining them to the commis-
sioners. They said that they were not
locating a new boundary but merely
restoring the location of the boundary
according to the surveys of 1842 to 1845.

The commission came to order at 10.45
with Hon. A. P. Barnhill presiding and
the full commissien and their counsel
oresent.

GEO. C. RAINBOTH.

Geo. C. Rainboth, the first witness,
sworn, questioned by Mr. Fellows, de-
posed that he was a resident of Ayl-

~mer, Quebec, and was a Dominion land
surveyor and civil engineeer. For the
past four years he had been engaged
in the survey of the International boun-
dary associated with Mr. Baylor, the
American representative. They had
surveyed the boundary, from the Rich-
elieu River to the head of the St.
Croix, touching the boundary of Ver-

ter making the preliminary survey they
went over the houndary again renew-
ing the monuments from No. 1 to No.
117. They were now engaged on the
boundary along the St. John River.
When they started this’ work they
had the charts of thé survey. taken. af-
ter the Treaty of 1842, which were com-
pleted in 1845. They lovat® g
the St. John River hy these charts.
Coples of the charts were produced
and identified, and the witness explain-
ed'that they were copies of the British
charts made for the American Govern-
ment. On the survey they used the
British and American charts alter-

placed in evidence, showed the bound-
ary from the eastern corner ‘of . the
State of Maine to the River St. Fran-
cis. The boundary along the St. John
River shown on these charts, was 1o-
cated according to the deepest  water
found by soundings taken at the time
the original survey was made.

Considerable time was ‘taken up in
submitting copies of a large aumber
of maps and charts in connection with
the surveys of the boundary along the
St. John river.

Cross examined by Mr. Gregory, Mr.
Rainboth said that these were accur-
I ate photographie reproductions of the

original maps, there might be a varia-

tion caused by the reproduction, but
as the scale was puton afterwards the
difference would be very slight if any.

He continued, that although the treaty
' called for a straight line from the
sources of the St. Croix River, they
found that the survey made after the
treaty showed some variations from a
straight line where the boundary fol-
lowed- a former syzvey and in their
survey the witness ‘and Mr. Baylor
followed the original line including the
variations. They had field notes to aid
them oh this section, but for the sec—
tion following the St. John River they
had nothing but the maps.

They are now making a very exact
survey of the true survey and keeping
a record of the distance of the true
line from the monuments.

Mr. Gregory referred to the report
submitted by the bounday commis-
sioners at the end of their work in
connection with the treaty of 1842 and
aSked that a copy be secured for the
use of the present commission.

The present survey has not progress-
ed far enough to give the commission
any information rcgarding ihe aistance
of the boundary line to the shores of
the river on either side.

Mr. Fellows read an extract from the
Ashburton treaty showing that the sur-
veys of 1842! followed previous surveys
made in 1817 and 1818.

Witness sald that they were to es-
tablish reference monuments along the
river to indicate the location of the
orizinal boundary. They did not
malke an effort to discover whether thyg
boundary .as laid down previously still
followed line of the deepest water in
the river.

This concluded Mr. Rainboth’s
dence.

The ex-
pedition is commanded by General
Podvor Mussnitsky, who has a distin-
guished record as commander of a di-
vision in the Russo-Japanese war in
which he was wounded several times
while directing operations.

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Leaders of the Strikers Advise

Men Against Using -Violence
—Troops  from Halifax
Will be on the Ground
Early This Affernoon

GLACE BAY, July 8—As a resul?
of the recent disturbances among the
U. M. 'W. strikers at the collieries.of
the Dominion Coal Company, while
preventing men from going to work,
the active militia from the Halifax
garrison have been requisitioned and
are now oa their way to Glace Bay.
Letters ‘n regard to the necessity of
calling on the militia at this stage pass-
ed "between General Manager Duggan
and Mayor Douglas yestenday, and
last night Mr. Dugzan called upon the
mayor to order tne calling of the
troops in view of the fact that the
civil authorities appeared to be un-
able to successfully deal with the
situation and afford their men who
wish to work, protection from assault
in going to and returning from the
pits. Mayor Douglas refused toc con-
sent to the calling out of the active
militia at this stage of affairs and con~
tended that the town officials and
special police appointed by the county
were sufficient to deal with the trouble
up to this point. At least until some
real necessity arose for their interfer-
ence. Upon the refusal of Mayor Doug-
las to sanction the calling out of the
regular troops, Mr:. Duggan applied to
County Judge Finlayson for a requisi-
tion after making by the required de-
position before Justice of the Peace
conclusive evidence that the strikers
got beyond control of civil power and
that the presence of the militia was ac-
tually necessary to preserve law and
order and prevent the destruction of
life and property. The order was is-
sued and the militia, numbering about
five hundred, left Halifax at three
o’clock this morning and will arrive
here about two o’clock this afternoon.
This morning everything . was very
quiet at the collieries and no disturb-
ance of any kind occurred. The col-
lieries were thronged with men who
congregated around the fences, but
made no offer to molest any of the
men returning to work this morning.
., President Dan McDougall and Harry
Bonsfield, of the U. M. W., visited the
several collieries at six o’clock this
morning and addressed the men where
they were assembled around the gates,
and asked them to maintain order and
not use force on men returning to
work. One of the men at No. 6 col-
liery asked him, ‘“Can we call them
‘scabs? ” and Mr. Bonsfield replied
that they should not <call the men
scabs and if they wanted to work let
them do so without trying to injure
them or interfere in any way. It
would do them no good and make the
matter more difficult for the men
themselves,

The collieries of Dominion and Re-
serve are working today though the
number at the latter colliery is re-
ported to be greatly reduced.

It was reported last evening that
the U. M. W. were about to concen-
trade their forces at Dominion No. 1
colliery this morning and prevent if
possible the working of the mine.
That however was not done and
though there were some disturbances
there'this morning when the men were
going to work no one was seriously
molested by the strikers and the col-
liery is running full time.

At five o'clock last- evening, when
the men were coming up from Cale-
donia colliery, which is working with
about 140 men, about 1,000 of the strik-
ers from that and adjoining collieries
met them at the fence on their ap~
proach. called them all the epithets
they could think of. Several were
knocked down, but not injured. The
disturbance was such as to again call
for the reading of the Riot Act, which
was done by Sheriff Ingraham, of Syd-
ney. The strikers refused to move
away from the colliery. After about
half an hour, in accordance with the
provisions of the act, the men who
remained were regarded as agitating
the strikers and twelve of them wera
arrested. They will be tried Monday.

Everything is quiet this morning at
Nos. 2 and 9 collieries and also at No.
3, where about 100 of the men are still‘
working.
