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GRIED FOR FOOD.
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Woman Destitute in St.
Petersburg’s Streets

Pleading to be - Allowed to Go
Back to Work—Situation is
Still Delicate.

8T, PETERSBURG, Jan. 25.—The
fack of money and food is already oper-
ating against a continuance of the
strike. Weeping women are returning
to the 'cigarette factories pleading to
be allowed to resume work, but‘ the
managers are afraid to re-open in con-
sequence of the threats of the strik-
ers to sack their establishments. An
official note this morning announces
that Emperor Nicholas has expressed
thanks to General Trepoff, the new
governor general of St. Petersburg, for

his distinguished and zealous services
as chief of police of Moscow.

PANIC IN A THEATRE.

KISHINEF, Jan. 25.—A seditious de-
monstration <uring the performance
led to a panie in a theatre here last
night. A crisis in the hostility toward
the government was raised in the
crowded auditorium by incendiary pro-
clamations which were showered fram
the gallery. The audience became
panic stricken and considerable time
elapsed before order was restored.
Twenty arrests were made, including
four Jewish soldiers.

THE SITUATION AT KOVNO.

KOVNO, Russia, Jan. 25.—The gover-
nor has issued a proclamation an-
nouncing that the generaﬁ strike at
Kovno has been brought about by the
threats of a small group of workmen
whose hopes for changes in the fac-
tory regulations and an increase of
wages cannoil, however, be attained by
such means. H,e urges the strikers not
to listen to the/ promptirgs of the evil
disposed but to resume wcrk promis-
ing to examine the men’s demands and
so far as possible grant them. At the
same time the governor warns the
strikers that in the event of disturb-
ances in the streets he will take vigor-
ous measures using armed force if nec-
csssary.

THE FEELING IN FRA\ICE

NEW-YORK, Jan, 25—~The Tribune's
Paris corespondent says: The feeling
throughout France, which was slow to
express itself at the first news of the
Russian revolution is now assuming a
strong and unmistakable shape. A few
isolated reactionary newspapers,’ like
the Gazette de France, approve Nicho-
las II. for refusing to appear before the
people on Sunday but with these ex-
ceptions, the voice of Paris and the de-
partments is unanimous in condemna-
tion of the czar who is personally held
responsible for the massacre of his
people. The ministerial Matin flercely
blames the czar. The Socialist papers
opened subscriptions for the families of
the St. Petersburg 'victims and publish
headlines describing ‘Nicholas II. as
Nicholas the last” and as ‘“The Red
Bear.” - The mass of the French nation
is heart and soul with the revolution.
There is more sympathy than ever
with the Russian nation but the people
are furious with the autocracy. The
feeling is such that should Nicholas to-
day visit Paris where he was acclaim-
ed with such frenzy of enthusiasm in
October, 1896, he would in all proba-
bility be torn to pieces by a mob. The
Russian socialist students in Paris ex-
press the conviction that the people
eventually will win and that all is up
with the autocracy. They say the
movement will spread throughout the
country, especially to the centre and
south of Russia, and that with the ex-
ception of a few elite regiments at St.
Petersbulg the rank and file of .the
army are with the revolution.

REPORTS MUCH EXAGGERATED.

NEW YORK, Jan. 25.—The American

PETERSBURG, Jan., 25—The
only decision of the government thus
far is to preserve order at all costs.

The government is living over a vol-
cano and can do nothing else, said a
high offieial this morning.

Every other consideration must
give way to the Question of pubdlic or-
der.

Private advices from all the big
cities and towns of Russia indicate
that *here is excitement everywhere
The red flag demonstrations at Hel-
singfors, Finland, last night, were dis-
quieting, but there is no evidence yet
of a general movement. 'The appoint-
ment of Senator Linder as secretary of
state for Finland, (announced Jan. 22)
Just at this time is considered to be an
unfortunate blunder and is likely to
prove exceedingly distasteful to the
Finns.

MOSCOW, Jan, 25, 315 p. m.—All the
printing works are now closed. The
strike is spreading. Additional police
has been stationed in all the streets.

GENERAL TREPOFF IN COM-
MAND.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan, 25, 3.30 p.
m.—Governor General Trepoff was in
supreme gommand of the city today.
Although a state of siege has not been

+

actually proclaimed, it practically ex-

ists, the emperor having conferred up-
on him as governor general almost ab-
solute power authorizing him to use
the military gendarmes and every oth-
er agency of the government to pre-
serve order, placing under his control
the government works and schools and
even empowering him to exile persons
who are inimical to peace. During the
night hundredg of arrests were made.

EFEATED

Whitney Makes - a S\mn of (lntarioﬂ ""Aa‘nd Will Have a Majority of
Forty-Eight--- - Liberal Leader " Narrowly Escaped
Defeat In Mis Owg Constitutency,

TORONTO, Jan. 25.—Ontacio today
gave ‘a stern rebuke to the electoral
corruption by means of which the
Ross government has since 1902 main-
tained itself in power. The ret}u‘ns
indicate that Mr. Whitney will have
a majority of forty-eight in the new
legislature.

Such a landslide is altogether ufi-
known in the history, of Ontario. The
situation may perhaps best be indi-
cated by the mere statement  that
North Oxford has elected a con-
servative by a large mafjority. One
thousand has been regarded as the
usual liberal majority in that riding.

Three of the Ross cabinet fell in the
fray, Dryden in South Ontario, Latch-
ford in South Renfrew, and Evantural
in Prescott. .

All others had close calls. Ross
himself had his majority of 600 in 1902
reduced to a beggarly 30. Graham and
McKay did as well as any of them. the
former’s majority being reduced by
about a hundred, while McKay's was
largely increased, due to the fact that
his electors were told he was to suc-
ceed Ross as. premier. Harcourt had
only 50 majority and Charlton 25.

Ex-Attorney General Gibson was de-
cisively beaten, and the constituencies
represented by Davis and Stratton
both went conservative by large ma-
jority.

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In Memen/ of Russell Ihhli Whe
Died After Heroic Service in
South Africa

velling of the memorial window placed -
therein in memory of the late Russeld
G. Hubly, son of the Rev. A. M. Hubly,
who was one of the first to offer his
services and go to the front with his
other New Brunswick comrades at the
time of the Boer war in South ‘Africe,
he going out with the first contingent,
and from exposures of the campalgn
he contracted an illness which result-
ed in his death after his return home.

The regular services were
conducted by the Rev. J. Eastburne
Brown of St. Paul's R. E. church,
Moncton, and Rev. A, M. Hubly.
Prior to the sermon by the Rev. Mr.’
Brown the ceremony of the unveiling
of the window was performed by Col.
H. Montgomery Campbell, who prior
to doing so in 'a few well chosen words
eulogized the late Russell G. Hubly,
who, he stated, was at the time he
proffered his services a member of his
regiment in the 8th Hussars, after
which the window was unyvelled.

The Rev. J. E. Brown then took a=s
his text a portion of Proverbs, 10th
chapter, 7th verse: ‘“The memory of
the Jjust is blessed,” from which he
preached a short sermop, in which he
referred to the deceased in words of
tender and loying remembrance, eulo-
gizing him as one who was always a
model for his fellow men and speaking '
of his many valuable services to the
church during his lifetime.
