District No. 3—All that portion of 
city north of Union street, lying east 
of, and including, Waterloo street and 
the streets Intersecting 
street on the western side—also that 
portion lying northwest of Waterloo 
street and east of a line drawn from 
the Intersection of Richmond with 
Waterloo, to Wright street, at its in­
tersection with Stanley street. All 
garbage from this district will be 
loaded on a scow—if possible to place 
one at Marsh Bridge—or failing that, 
will be placed on the dump in rear 
of Peter's Tannery.

District No. 4—All that portion of 
city north of Union street and north­
west of Waterloo and west of line 
crossing City Road from Richmond to 
Wright, and east of Ivrng Wharf. All 
garbage from this district will be 
loaded on a scow placed at Long 
Wharf.

District No. B—All that portion of 
city lying west of Long Wharf and 
including Douglas Avenue. All gar­
bage from this district will be loaded 
on a scow placed, at foot of Portland 
street.

District No. 7—All that portion of 
city lying north and west of Doug­
las Avenue. All garbage from this 
district will be loaded on a scow 
placed at Public Wharf, foot of Main 
street.

District No. 8—All that portion of

Com. McLellan is doing his «hare 
of the preliminary work of organiza­
tion for the civic house cleaning on 
May 15th, and If the citizens co-ope­
rate In the proper manner the cere­
mony should be a success. Through 
the efforts of the Minister of Marine 
and Fisheries he has obtained the use 
of the government scows on that day 
to carry the garbage of the city to 
sea, and has also been offered two 
scows and a tug by Manning W. 
Doherty, manager of the Maritime 
Dredging Company. In order to fa­
cilitate the removal of the garbage, 
etc., the commissioner has divided the 
city into districts, and the several 
districts will be patrolled by 30 fire­
men whose duties It will be to see 
that all garbage set out for removal, 
is removed by the teams. Each fire­
man will be supplied with a memo­
randum book for the purpose of noting 
the locations and 
and tenants who

walks, In proper receptacles for re-

“The number of persons volunteer­
ing the services of a team for clean­
up day Is very small to date,” said 
Com. McLellan on Saturday, “and it Is 
hoped that the present number will 
be very considerably Increased by 
Tuesday the 13th inst., eo that the 
teams may be assigned their working 
locations.

“If merchants and others, who could 
easily afford the free use of theii 
teams for that day, are not sufficiently 
interested to do so, the city will have 
to hire the teams necessary.

“All landlords and tenants who can 
afford to do so, will be expected to re­
move all ashes and garbage from their 
premises by the fifteenth Instant, and 
without the assistance of the city.”

After the fifteenth it is the intention 
of the commissioner of safety to en­
force the law against all landlords and 
tenants who have not had their prem­
ises cleaned up. A recent by-law ad­
opted in the interests of fire protec­
tion gives the city power to compel 
landlords and tenants to keep their 
backyards aud alleyways, as well as 
their buildings in a cleanly condition, 
and free from rubbish of any sort.
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Com. The Free Kindergarten Association 
taggers were favored with a fine day 
Saturday for the first time since they 
instituted that habit of taking coin 
from the citizens of St John, who 
during the day thought they had found 
complete evidence of the high cost of 
living.

The success of the venture is as­
