■d-iPeking, Mas. 1 a—Japed has deflnltely modified her attitude to- 
ward China In the matter of Insisting upon compliance with the de­
mands she made upbn the Chinese Republic shortly after the occupa­
tion by Japan of the German concession of Kiao Chow. These demands 
for some two months have been the subject of negotiation at Peking. 
Having already agreed to the Chinese counter proposals to discuss 
Manchuria and Mongolia separately, the Japanese representatives have 
now verbally Informed China that they will forego completely several 
of their demands. Furthermore, Japan is prepared to modify the pro­
posed clauses concerning the Hanang, Tayeh and Ping Slang mining 
concessions, and revise her requirements concerning Japanese residents 
and traders In Manchuria and Mongolia.

The conferences are still proceeding. The demands, as now pre­
sented, have been drafted In the form of a treaty or agreement between 
China and Japan.

New York, March 12.—A story of 
massacres, devastation and deaths 
from privation, was told tonight by 
Dr. A. D. Yuseff, a Persian physician, 
who has Just arrived here from his 
home country, in desc ribing the recent 
invasion of Urumia, Northern Persia, 
by the Kurds. At the approach of the 
invaders 50,000 Christians fled north 
through the mountains into Russia, 
many taking up the journey on foot, 
because of the scarcity of horses and 
other means of transportation. Dr. 
Yuseff, who, with his wife, took part 
in this flight, declared that the fugi­
tives left the roads behind them strew­
ed with thousands of their dead, 
had succumbed to hardships.

About fifteen thousand Christian re­
fugees are now under the protection 
of the Amerlçan mission in the city 
of I'rumla, and twenty thousand are 
in a like position in Tabriz, while 
many thousands are scattered In towns 
along the Russian border where there 
are missions, Dr. Yuseff said. The 
missions, he declared, seem to be the 
only hope. This Is largely due to the 
fact that they fly the American flag.

The first Invasion of the Kurds, of 
whom there are some three million 
living in the Kurdistan mountains 
west and southwest of the plains of 
Urumia, took place the latter part of 
September, but the invading party of 
five thousand was driven back by Rus­
sian troops, although, according to Dr. 
Yuseff, they were being aided in 
what they regarded as a holy war by 
native Mohammedans, once their ene- 
mleA but now turned friends. Ten 
of these wealthy Mohammedans, Dr. 
Yuseff declared, wtre hanged by the 
Russians, who charged them with 
helping the Kurds with money and In 
other ways.

"The second Invasion,” said Dr. 
Yuseff, ’began* late in December. 
About three thousand Russian troops 
were In the city of N 
Kurde began their advance, 
forcements were expected, but these 
failed to arrive. A force of five hun­
dred Russians and Christians engag­
ed the Kurds advance, killing about 
two hundred of the Invaders They 
lound them bearing flags with the 
word “Gehad,’ indicating a holy war 
was being waged.

“The Kurds kept advancing and 
about this time the Russian comman­
der at Tiflis ordered all the Russian 
soldiers in Persia to report at Jolfa, 
Russia, on the border, from which 
place they were to be distributed to 
other Russian points where they were 
needed.

“As this took the Russian soldiers 
from the city of Urumia, the command­
er sent word to all the villages In ihe 
plain's, on January 2, for the people 
to leave their homes and flee north. 
The Russian troops were to follow 
them, bringing up the rear. About 
fifty thousand Christians responded 
to the* warning, leaving .everything be­
hind them but such bread and blank­
ets as they could carry.

Ottawa, Mar. 12.—That the operat­
ing mileage of Canadian railways in- 
crespgd 1,491 miles, that their capital 
-liabilities increased by 15276.990.069, 
that 471,515 more passengers were 
carried and 6,598,721 tons less of 
freight hauled is shown by railway 
statistics for 1914 just Issued by the 
railways and canals departments.

The operating mileage of Canadian 
railways is now 30,795 as compared 
with 19,431 in 1904, ten years ago. Que­
bec has Increased her mileage by 57 
miles during the year.

On June 30, 1914, there were 22.891 
miles of railway under construction, 
11,429 in Quebec. Adding 309 miles 
of double track and combining yard 
track and sidings there was a total 
of 40,605.

The capital liability of operative 
railroads stood at $1,808,820,761 on 
June 30, or an Increment of $276,990,- 
069 for the year. This capitalization 
was divided as follows: Stock, $853,- 
Il0,<$3; debentures stock (C.P.R.), 
$173,307,470; funded debts. $782,402.- 
636. Adding $64,637,500 of stocks and 
$88,669,809 of bonds attached to rail­
ways under construction, the final ag­
gregate capitalization was $1,962,128,- 
070. Cash paid to railways reached a 
total of $16,106,319 In 1914, of which 
the Dominion contributed $15,583,059.

During 19-14 the railways carried 46,- 
702,280 passengers and 101,393,989 tons 
of freight. The average freight haul 
was 217 miles, the longest of any 
country in the world. Grose earnings

Buenos Ayres, March 12.—The 
Dtarlo announces that the British 
steamer Churchill arrived today at 
Pernambuco with the crew and 145 
passengers of the French steamer 
Guadeloupe. The Guadeloupe was 
sunk near the Island of Fernando De 
Noronha, in the South Atlantic, 125 
miles off the east extremity of Brazil, 
to which country it belonged* by the 
German auxiliary cruiser Kron Print 
Wilhelm. The Gudeioupe sailed from 
Buenos Ayres, February 18 for Bor-

Tlie steamer Guadeloupe was a ves­
sel of 2,974 tons, and was built In 
1907. She „was owned by the French 
line. She was commanded by Cap­
tain Jasseau.

After repulsing two strong 
counter-attacks, this army took 
possession of that part of the Ger­
man line whiéta was situated be­
tween the hamlet of Pietre and 
the mill of the same name and 
captured about 400 prisoners, in­
eluding five officers.
