SIR WILFRID'S TRIBUTE.

(Continued from page 1.)

“If ‘there was one thing in particular
which I think would mark his career at
this time of life it seems to me it will
be found in the policy he always main-
tained of always giving a broad, generous
and tolerant treatment to the minorities
of that province. In this, it seems to me,
he performed a great service mot only
to the province of Onterio but to the
whole dominion.

«Tf I were called on to say what was
the one characteristic that will particu-
larly mark the career of Sir Oliver Mowat
when it comes to be reviewed it seems to
me that he has, of all men who contrib-
uted to shape our institutions, performed
the largest share. I do not believe that
this statement can be successfully dis-
puted. .

“George Brown has the credit of hav-
ing, by his powerful agitation, forced the
issue of confederation; Sir John Macdon-
ald the merit of having brought confed-
eration into active operation, but to Sir
Oliver Mowat belongs the credit of having
given it its character as a federal com-
pact.

“Shortly after confederation he gave up
a judicial life to become the champion of
the federal principle. At that time Sir
John Macdonald was the most command-
ing personality of our mational life; per-
haps that may be said to have been the
zenith of his fame and power, and for 20
years Sir Oliver Mowat was his most suc-
cessful opponent.

Twenty Years Macdonald's Political Oppo-
nent.

“For 20 years Sir John Macdonald as
the head of the government of Canada,
and Sir Oliver for the province of On-
tario, were engaged in a contest which
always centered around the federative
principle of the constitution and which
terminated in its actual triumph.

“Ty ig well known that Sir John Mac-
donald favored in his own mind the fed-
eral union and directed his efforts towards
centralization. On the other hamd Sir
Oliver Mowat was a wery pronounced fed-
eralist, resoived to uphold the federalist
principle of the constitution, end it is
a matter of history that in all these con-
tests Sir Oliver invariably came out sue-
ceasful before the courts.

“Much as they differed on other ques
tions, there waa one question of which
both were in perfect accord and that is
their attachment and devotion to the
motherland and the land of their ances-
tors. On every occasion it was their
motto to be true to British connection.

“Ag far as Sir Oliver Mowat was com-
cerned, he was true to the province of
which he was premier, true to this domin-
jon of which he was one of the architects
and true to the empire of which we form
a parf.-”

Sir Wilfrid moved in conclusion an ad-
journment from Muesday night till Thurs-
day to allow of members attending the
funeral.

Hown« Mr. Borden's Tribute.

The leader of the opposition said: “T
consider that the motion which the right
honorable gentleman has proposed is an
eminently proper one under the circum-
stances and I give it my most cordial sup-
port. In the death of Sir Oliver Mowat
a great figure has passed off the stage, a
man who links the present generation
with the generation of great men of the

past. N

“Sir Oliver, truly, had a great public
career, not only in the eemse of the un-
usual success which attended his efforts,
but in the semse also that he has left be-
hind an honorable name, a name absolute-
ly unstained and one which commands
the respect, the esteem and affection of
all his fellow countrymen, regardless of
political opinion. I therefore second the
motion which the right homorable gentle-
man has proposed and endorse the genti-
ments he has expressed.”

E. F. Clarke, of Toronto, added his
tribute to that of the two leaders, saying
that in the death of Sir Oliver Mowat,
Toronto had lost its foremost citizen, On-
tario its most cherished statesman and
the dominion a patriot whose fidelity to
the interests of Canada and the empire
never faltered. The motion was passed
unanimously.
