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The Defeat of a Street Improve;;;t
, Scheme. '
The streets of St. John always seem
to open. The gas pipes, water pipes
and sewage pipes enclosed in their un-
derlying ledges are chronical%y in need
of repair or renewal. Works arc now
in progress in Prince William street
that are expected to be permanent, and
the City Fathers had planned that the
street should be covered with Nicholson
pavement as soon as the trenches were
all completed. Kor this purpose a bill
was sent to the Legislature anthorizing
the raising of $10,000 and a bill author-
izing and compelling the removal of the
street raily The $10,000 bill passed
the House “2nd went up to the Legisla-
tive Council. The Council asked Mr.
Jones if he approved of the bill. Mr.
Jones said $5,000 was enough, and the
Cauncil, without giving the petition of
the Common Council any consideration
whatever, voted that the amount should
be only $5,000. This sum is not enough
for the purpose intended and will be
swallowed up in minor improvements.
The bill to abate the nuisance of the rails
and turn-table—a nuisance from which
no benefjt whatever is derived—was
agreed to in Committee of the Whole on
Thursday evening. Saturday, when i
came up for its third reading. its defeat
wus secured by Hon Mr. Willis, who
had not been present Thursday avening,
and the immense freight traffic of Prince
William street is to be still impeded by
the useless and unused rails. For this
blessing the Hon. E. Willis, Esq., M. P.
P, M. E. C, etc., etc., etc., is to be
thanked. -

Friendship and Duty 1n Journalism.

James Dow, Esq, Mayor of Saint
Stephen and editor of the Journal, in
another column propounds a journal-
istic doctrine from which we most re-
spectfully dissent. He teaches that,
because he and the editor of this paper
have heen friends for years, the com-
munication charging himi, as a public
official, with an indiscreet cxhibition of
temper, should not have been published
by us. It is this doctrine that we pro-
test against, and the too frequent prac-
tic of this doctrine that we desire to re-
buke. Private friendships cannot, in
justice to public interests, be allowed
to influence an editor in deciding on the
admission or exclusion of matter. A
paper.conducted with a view of retain-
ing the personal friends of its editor,
and adding to their number, may serve
the purpose admirably, but cannot be
an independent public journal. You
cannot serve two masters—neither God
a-d Mammen, nor & circle of friends
and the great public. Public men must
be treated by the press withont regard
to private considerations. If charges
against an official are to be suppressed
because editors know and esteem him
in private an official would be able to
do as he liked if he were on good terms
with the editors. The man who enters
public life surrenders the privileges of
obscurity, and must not expect them.
The discussion of his acts and words
cannot injure him, if they are good in
themselves. Fualse charges are easily
exposed, and strengthen those against
whom they are brought. The editor of
THE TRIBUNE cherishes the warmest
feelings of friendship for Mr. Dow, but
these feelings will not be permitted to
influence him in the admission or ex-
clusion of anything referring to the
public acts of the Mayor of St. Stephen.
THE TriBUNE will continue to be con-
ducted as an independent public journ-
al, from whose criticisms no public man_
is exempt, even if the editor sacrifice
all his own friends and his wife's re-
lations,

The Situation in P, E. Island.

The political situation in Prince Kd-
ward Island seems decidedly mixed.
The Patriot says:

The majority claimed for the Opposi-
tion is composed of conflicting elements.
On the two great issues hefore the coun-
try, its members not only do not agree,
but they hold views which are clearly an-
tagonistic.. On the important question of
denominational education the majority is
divided into three sections—one pledged
against changing our school system; a
second elected for the express purpose of
altering it, and a third, as far as the gen-
eral public are yet informed, free and ua-
trammelled—at liberty to take any course
that may seem to them expedient. On the
question of Confederation, there is almost
as great a diversity of opinion. One div-
sion is in favor of the terms,1 second dis-
approves of the terms, and strongly ad-
vocates delay, and a thirdis against our
union with the Dominion on any terms.

The supporters of the present Govern-
ment, one third of the members, are, of
course, ready to go into the Union on
the terms negotiated by Messrs. Laird
and Haythorne. They announce their
readiness to assist, in or ont of office, in
consummating the Union. The Puatriot
says that “though a large majority of
Unionists has been returned by the peo-
ple, it is possible that petty jealousies,
personal rivalry, and old political fends
may, for a short time, retard an object
which every patriotic man should NOW
hasten to its certain accomplishment.”

The Unionists should throw other is-
sues aside and combine to consummate

Confederation immediately.

We are happy to say that the Legis-
lature closed to-day, after forty-seven
days of tinkering with the statutes,
The boys behaved themselves very well
during the session, but none of them
proposed to abolish the mileage
swindle.

MEN AND THINGS AT OTTAWA.
An Appreciative Description of Scotich
Mist—The Raid on the Exercise of
Brains by Parhamentary Clerks.
FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.
OTTAWA, April 8.
TIIE BEAUTIES OF SPRING.

For my own peace of mind, it is abso~
lutely negessary to make some allusion to
that time-honored institution the weath-
er. We are having lots of it just now.
They call it Spring here. There are a
hundred of them between my hash house
and the Palace of Bedlam up on the hill.
Very refreshing it is to wade ankle deep
through a miniature canal of demoralized
slush and mongrel mud, and while you are
navigating for the nearest island, hear
some ‘“‘mocking bird” at the piano in the
house opposite singing
*'Cume, gentle Spring, etherial mildness; come.”

The near proximity of a policeman pre-
vents the owner of that house having to

‘make a large outlay for broken glass.

Very “‘etherial” indeed are the penetrat-
ing discharges which countless cloud bat-
teries of mitrailleuse keep up through the
dreary. day and the contraband night.
But one may bear an acknowledged Cana-
dian rain storm, even if his umbrella be
bent, and all his dry cloth¢s, be “in the
wash.” Being native rain, patriotism de-
mands that we should encourage home
manufacture,and have ourbodiesdrenched
without allowing our spirits to be damped ;
but when one gets in the embrace of an
atrocious Scotch mist, shouldn’t he rebel?
It is a foreign foe. It is ubiquitous. It
rises from the ground, slaps you in the
face, attacks you in the rear, weeps over
your head, and destroys the dignity of
paper collars. There is only one thing
worse than a day of Scotch mist,uu;& that
is—two days of it.

“Come, gentle Spring!” Yes, come
¢pizoo, and pneumonia, and washerwo-
men’s bills, doctor’s visits and underta-
ker’s fees. I have lived through Canadi-
an weather, and triumphed over Scotch
mists. I am now fit for anything. Iam
getting fond of misery, hungry for it—I
will go to the House of Commons.

RAID UPON THE NEWSPAPER MEN.

Yesterday the “Gentlemen of the Left”
inaugurated a campaign upon newspaper
men. One Tasse has had the distin-
guished honor of being the first martyr;
but to all appearances he is likely to have
plenty of company before long. Tasse is
editor of a small French paper publish-
ed here, Courier d'Oltawa, During the
session he utilizes his leisure hours by

acting as an assistant trapslator for the
House of Commons. In oneoftherecent
issues of the Courier, was a.pretty severe
article reflecting upon the political con-
duct of two members of the IHouse,
Messrs. Prevost and Tremblay. In a let-
ter of ome of these gentlemen sent to a
leading supporter of the Government pre-
vious to the general election, occurs the
following statement of his political where-
abouts :

“I will give my confidence to the pre-,
sent Ministérs., * * * T approve of
the general policy of the Government,
and I might mention amongst some im-
portant measures, the one on the Pacific
Railway, and had I been in Parliament I
would have voted in favor of the Gov-
ernment on that important measure.”
Thus as an avowed Ministerialist, Mr.
Prevost won his election. Having en-
tered the House of Commons, he carried
out his Ministerial principles by voting
steadily with the Opposition, notably on
that “important” question; the Pacific
Railway.

The Courier d’Ottawa publishes these
letters, takes a note of the little incon-
sistencies in Mr. Pevost’s principles and
practices, and designates him by the en-
dearing epithets of ‘‘traitor” and ‘im-
poster.” !

In the House of Commons yesterday
M. Dorion read extracts fromthis paper,
condemning the practice of officers of
the House writing for newspapers, and
moved that Mr. Tasse be summoned to
the Bar of the House. Sir John said it
was a matter in which every member of
the House was interested, and admitted
that officers of the House should not
make reflections on members. He
thought, however, that the better course
would have been for Dorion to have call-
ed the attentjon of the House to this
breach of its privileges, and then given
notice of his motion, so that time might
be allowed to decide upon the proper
course-to be pursued. Butas the motion
had been made the enquiry could go on,
and if a case were established against
Tasse, the matter conld stand over till
Wednesday.

The examination then went on, but to
the surprise of all the Opposition allowed
Tasse to retire without ever asking him
if he wrote the article in question. Sir
John called attention to this extraordi-
nary course, but Holton contended a
‘“‘case” had been made out. It then
turned out that the gentleman opposite
wished to establish the rule that, to be in
any way connected with the press,  while
in any way counnected with the Commons,
was a breach of the privileges of the
House. A very angry discussion arose,
which was at length stopped by the
Speaker, who said the proceedings were
irregular; thathe was responsible for the
appointment and conduct of officers of
the House. For the present he would
suspend Tasse till further enquiries could
be made. :

A notice has been put upon the papers
by Dorion that he will move for.a com-
mittee to find out the names of all persons
corresponding for newspapers who are in
any way connected with the House.

There are one or two such correspond-
ents, who, being, like all newspaper men,
industrious, improve their spare time by
acting as secretaries to election commit-

| tees, and the mission of this inquisition

committee will be to “ go for” these un-
fortunates, and make them drop their
pens or their positions. The mostserious
effect of this course will be to deprive
several committees of the services of
some thoroughly competent secretaries,
and give wider scope for the play of the
all-potent pen.

As far as the regular officers of the
Housc are concerned, the principle of
avoiding political writing may be correct
enough,—although the clerk of the House
of Commons in England is a constant
and able contributor to the press,—but
the sweeping prohibition of the use of
brains by a government employe, indicat-
ed by the leaders of the Opposition, is
something that could only emanate from
the miscalled ¢ great liberal party of
Ontario.” H.

The women of Massachusetts having
failed to obtain the rights of sufirage from
the Legislature, ae now petitioning for a
separate prison. Whatunreasonable crea-
tures these woinen are, to be sure! They
insist upon the same schools and colleges,
the same professions and pursuits,.and
the same political rights, but when it
comes to prisons, they take a notion to
have one of their own. Well, it’s all
right, and a separate lunatic asylum had
better be thrown in for thesake of peace.

NOVA SCOTIA.

Mr. Read offered them $1500salvage,
which will be considered pretty good pay
for three days’ work for five men, especial-
ly when their services were unsolicited.
This sum they refused to take, and took
the brig to St. John and put herin charge
of the Commissioners of Wrecks, who
advertised the vessel for sale, but did not
sell for the best of reasons—want of au-
thority to do so. ' Still they kept her in
charge until Tuesday night, when the
steamer Albert took the brig to an
American port, which the TZefe-
graph calls “a high handed outrage.”
Perhaps it will - be discovered that the
Albert had as much right to the vessel as
the Commissioners of Wrecks. Mr. Read
was in St. John at the time the Ottawa
was taken and the day following. His
firm is doing a large business in New
Brunswick, and is no doubt prepared to
answer any criminal charge which the
Telegraph has to bring against it.
