NOT ENDED

Attorney Black Tells About the
Milne Concession.

Woodworth & Black representing 30 of
those who have focated on the grounds
covered hy the Milne —concession, and
Mr, George Black this morning agreed

fhe letter from the minister of the
interior, published in our eveming
contemporaty by Assistant Gold Com-
misstoner Bell, did not affect the posi-
tion of Dr. Milne -in the least; ‘““no
more than if it bad never been writ-
ten,’”’ said Mr. Black.

He went on to state the present posi-
tion of the litigation in regard to this
concession. In the case of Kramer and
twenty-nine othéré versus Dr. Milne
the gold commissioner had ruled that
he bad - no jurisdiction, and that no
action could be brought without the
consent of the attormey gemesal. In
the case of Hartley et al. versus the
Matson concession on Bonanza exactly
the same questions were at issue as to
the jurisdiction of the gold commis-
sioner and thé necessity of joining the
attorney general as plaintiff.  The
matter has been carried fo the court ot
appeals, and no decision 1s expected
until after the long vacation.

This decision must be either that the
cases be referred back to the gold com-
missioner for trial as they are, and as
the plaintiffs’ solicitors contend they
ought to be, or that the attormey gen-
eral must join.

In either case, says Mr. Black, the
cases will be proceeded with and the
status of the cases are in no way inter-
fered with by the letter referred to.
To say that it ends the Ilitigation,
therefore is nonsense.
