" Death of Prince Albert Vietor.
The Royal Family of England is

plunged into sorrow, and the pation
sympathizes in its grief, Prinee Albert
Victor, Duke of Clarence and Avon.
dale, and eldest son of the Prince of
Wales, died of corgestion of the Jungs,
on Thursday, the 14th inst, at about
pine o'clock A, M. Prince Vietor was
born ou the cighth of Jaruary, 1864,
and had just completed his 28th year
when be was seized with the illness
which has ro suddenly cut short his life.
He had been carefully edneated, in a
manner befitting a prince who was ex-
pected some day to reign over the Brit
ish Empire, At the age of thirteen be
entered the navy, aud after spending
saveral years in that service, he return-
el from a trip around the world to
enter upon a course of study at Trinity
College, Cambridge. Healso reccived
a preparatory military trainiog at /'\I-
dershot, and entercd the army as major
in the Teoth Hussars, Duriog the last
year or so, the prioce biad begun to A
u'st his father in those public duties,
pertaining to royalty, which have rest-
ed rather onerously of late years upon
the Prince of Walen. It has pever
been supposed, we believe, thut Prince
Victor possesscd extrsordinary ability,
He was regerded as s modest, unarsum
ing prince who, perhaps, was ¢rowing
into the sffections of the people as he
was becoming better known, His broth-
er, Prince Guorge npon whom the suc
cession to the crown, after the Princg
of Wales, now devolves, in waid to por—
gess more robustness both phywically
and mentally, and withall, to be more
popular with the people.  The pu[luh’lr
sorrow st the Prince’s doath in intonyi-
fied by its following ro closely upon the
annonncement of his approaching mar.
riage with the Princess Victoria Mary
of Teck.

How our own country can
best obtain the greategt amount of pros
perity is a question that should come
homse to the hearts of all Canadianse.  Oar
country is in its infancy. The future is
just opening with grand posibilities. In
a similar state wag that nation whose
king wrote the words of the text when
he became its head—David, the poet, the
statesman, the legislator. A new nation
it was, but, ere he wrote these words, he
had seen bis nation advance from a petty
kingdom to the greatcst aud proudesy
pation on earth. To whom, then, ¢an
we go with greater profit for the svlution
of this problem than:to this legirlator,
‘this statesman— King David?

1n listening to the statesmen of this
and other countries and in reading their
printed speeches, we discover that they
have lost sight of what David considered
the chief element in the prosperity of a
nation. The statesmen of our time give
their whole attention to the materisl
Not so with

was the character of h's people. And is
it not ro? SBeotland, with her rocky
highlands and her lowland bogs, iuhakit-
ed by a virtnous and industrions peaple

her ocean floots, her fishing, and her
broad reach of prairie.  But however
great tho material wenlth of a nation, it
amounts to little with oral worth lack-
ing, with a people whose minds are cor-
rupt,

the Hobrew statesman lays down are ~
‘ithat there be no broaking In or golng
out : that there be no corplaining in ouy
stroots,” Thank God, In our laud there
{s no danger for the former, Canndians
are uot in danger of invasion and blood-
shed, In the existing state of affuies it
would be as detrimental to her own in-
torests an to our own for our Bouthern
neighbor to attack us, Her own welfare
in our protection, Concerning the Intter
hero always have beew complainings and
there probably will be for some time yot
by some.
