shall hi associateti with definite re-

ligious training cannaI hoctlîrown upon
pivate cbarity (andi thus b. piaced i
a fatai dîsativantage with Board
Scîmools) without national reproch 1and
dîshoasor in a Christian country lilso
Englanti.

Tîhe electorato muet 4 bc pcrsuaded
and convincedl that ail denominationai
schoals, faithfülly complying witiî tha
requareanents af the Education Depart.
ment. have a righit ta receive ail equal
praportionate eiare witli Bloard seboals
of all publiceînaneys, whetber paid
fromn rates or taxes, for cducational
purposc8. andthtuaIliberty ehaulti W
graated to open new denominational
Schoois wherever requireti by a sufia-
cient nunsber ai parents and chidren.
Thae ishiaps feel that their educatian-
ai policy eliaulti ho madie a test quoi-
tion at thae polie, andt ta no candi-
date or Govarnmenî je worthay of tiieir
support which refuses te meet the juet
claies oaithie denominational echools.
They have rcsolved te invite aIl Catih-
olic niembers af bathi Houses of Parlia.
muent ta support tiseir policy and te
pressitis acreptance upon the Gaveras-
ment af the day. They inv.ite ail the
Cathoiic chrgy andi laity cf Engianti
ta use their hest endeavors ta anform,
andi con vince the public mind of the
justice andth ie importance af giving
full recognition te thego parental
claires wlsich forra part of the natural
haw, anti this 'with a viow ta the
permanent happiîneas andi velfareofa
tihe cauntrv. Finally, tha Bishope
lito appointedl the committea wiaa
drcw up their draft Biii tetakIe counsel
'wti expericnceti statosmsen as to when
th ill D iiisall hiebroughî before Par-
liament, andi thsey hava cc.mmiesioned
tlaeir comniittee generaiiy to watch te
education movement ins thie count.ry
and in Parliament, and to advise upon
tise practicai muaurea toi ho adopteti
as circumetances devciap, anai as the
asinti af the country becomes more
clearly dtieat.
