I venture the statement that no better evidence counld possibly be given as to
the equipment and organization of this establishment than the severe test to which
it was subjected during the past year : especially so was this the case during the
gession of Parliament, not only a session of long duration, but unequalled for the
excessively large quantity of printed matter daily supplied to the House.

nds were formerly discharged after the prorogation; but finding that there were
some 10,000 pages of manuscript—for the most part French—to place in type, their
services were retained and they have been continuously employed. The inadequate
accommodation afforded by the present building has been referred to in previous
reports, but probably never experienced to such an extent as during the present year.
