The U.S. Youth Council, the
World Assembly of Youth, and
the International Student
Conference, the Washington
Evening Star announced re-
cently, should be added to
the list of student arganiza-
tions exposed as jackals of
the Central  Intelligence
Agency.

The American government
admitted on Tuesday, Feb-
ruary 14, that the National
Student Association, Amer-
cia's biggest student organi-
zation, had been receiving
funds from the CIA for over
ten years.

Following the
nouncement  that
had extended ite influence
to the Canadian Union of
Students, of which UNB is a
member, David K. Young,
Vice-President of CUS, wrote
a letter to Prime Minister
Pearson.

In his letter, Mr. Y oung
went through the formality of
requesting the Prime Minister
to go through the formality of
asking the American govern-
ment to go through the for-
mality of asking its CIA to
stay out of the organization.

Mr. Young then naively re-
quested that the Prime Minis-
ter release any top secret
information that may exist
concerning RCMP involvement
in CUS. "We ask for as-
surance,'! Mr. Young said,
tihat the RCMP is not en-
gaged in any similar oper-
ations.'!

Richard
Paterak, an American draft-
resister, will be speaking on
his association with draft-re-
sisters and the present state
of American society. Danny
Drache, a staff worker for
SUPA (Student Union for
Peace Action) and a gradu-
ate of Queen's, will speak’ on
~anada’s role in the war and
its relation to Canadign in-
dependence.

Brenda Berck, a staff mem-
ber of CFSC, will be talking

on ""The Medical Aid to
Vietnam Program’' and will
provide a pacifist view of the
war .

Students should find the
speeches very interesting and
thought-provoking considering
the publicity given to recent
incidents concerning draft-
dodgers.

Richard Paterak, recent
guest on the CBC program
"Sunday" is in charge of the
SUPA information program for
Americans seeking informa-
tion for immigration. He is
responsible for the distribu-
tion of the pamphlet, "Escape
From Freedom'’, It details the
ins and outs of migrating into
Canada for those who wish
to escape the Draft.

against agression but this is
an indecent war..."f
