The
curbstone insurance fakir, with . case-
hardened cuticle resulting from the
numerous sneers and slurs of s persistently
persecuted public, starts a newspaper,
and what constitutes the ‘‘most unkindest
ocut of all,” unblushigly writes himself
down *‘‘journalist.” Shades of Thackeray,
