firms that before made by Mr. Taschereau, in the year

We think it
our duty to assure Your Honorable House, that if any
doubt should arise with respect to the most eligible
place. there would be no better means of removing it
than by taking the opinion of skillful persons ; yet the
Messrs. Normand have already visited the place for
that purpose, and their Report is before the Legisla-
ture.—Lastly, we sincerely believe that the old site of
the Bridge is the best and the least expensive, because
the Routes on both sides are made, and the Bridge
would then be on the High Road leading to the last
settlements on the North Eastern part of the Province.
We have further the honor to inform Your Honorable
House, that there are Twohundred and five signatures
to the agreement to be passed between us and the In-
habitants of St. Paul’s Bay, but that these signatures
are those of persons who are really proprietors.
