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Ordered. that if anv Member have accafion to fpeak with another
Member of this Houfe, white the Houle is fitting, they fhill go to-
gether below the Bar, or elfe the Speaker is to {top the bufinels in
agitation.

Bills are feldom opnafed at the firft reading, and are commonly
committed upon Motion, at the fecond reading, at which tme the
prinviple 1s ufually debated,

Ordered and declared, that no Bill (hall be read twice on the
fameday. Thatno Co-nmittee of the whole Houle {ha!l proceed on
any Bill on the fame dav in which the Bill is committed. ‘That no
Report fhall be recetved trom any Committee ol the whole Houfe
on the fame day in which f{uch Commutee goes through the Bill,
when ary amendinents are made to fuch Bill ; and that no Bil {hall
be read the third tim= on the {ame day in which 1t is reported from
the Committee, unless the Houfe, upon motion, thall fee fpecial caule
for the common utility to change the fame courfe in any parucular
inftances,

Ordered and declared, that when the queftion hath been entirely
put by the Speaker, no Member is to fpeak upon the queltion betore
young.

Ordered, that afier a queﬂion is put, and the Houfe hath voted,
00 Member fhall depart out ot his place, until the Houfe hathen-
tered upon fome other bufinefs.

Ordered, that at votes, the contents do rife in their places, and
the non-contents conunue to lir.

Ordered, that {fuch Members as fhall make proteftation, or enter
their diflents to any vote of this Houlfe, as they have a right to do,
without alking leave of the Houfe, either with or without their rea-
{ons, {hall caule their Proteftation or dillents to be entered in the
Clurk’s book on the next fitung day of this Houfe, before the riling
of the Houie, otherwile the fame fhall not be enwered, and fhall
alfo fign the fame before the rifing of the Houfe on the fame day.

Refolved, that when a Bill, originating in this Houle,has once pafl-
ed
