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CHURCH UNION, SUBJECT
ISGUSSED YESTERDAY

HAMILTON, -Ont, June 9—At the
aession of the Presbyterian General
Assembly yesterday the mayor of the
city addressed the delegates. ’

Principal Patrick spoke for the com-
mittee on Union. He opened by a ref-
erence to the attitude of friendlimess
exhibited by the Anglican Church. ¥e
spoke in high terms of the various la-
bors of the sub-committees. He said
that organic union was possible and
it was the duty of the churches to
unite. He spoke for over an hour
and a half.

Rev. Dr. Duval followed with a brief
speech in the lines with the previous
speaker. ;

Principal McKay of Vancoucer rose
to offer an amendment. Either he was
unable to forn, a judgment cr the
union committee was laboring under a
deluston. He went for Principal Pat-
rick with a refreshing frankness.

“He knows or he ought to know,
that he is wrong in his faith,” said
Principal Mackay. He quoted from
Bcots on the other side of the cues-
tion. Dr. Deuvry was oéne of those
‘who quoted that it was distinctly anti-
union as is contemplated by the com-
mittee Dr. Lyman Abbott was-quoted
against union by the B. C. principal,

**This question will anot be settled by
using. scare ,words such as we have
heard from Principal Patrick and Dr.
Duval,” he concluded and the house
applauded soundly.

“The needs of the world will deter-
mine how the question may be settled.
“There is no overlapping problem in the
foreign world, 'so it may be left out.
In B. C. there are 117 stations. Most
of these are not misisons of the nego-
tiating churches, s0 in B. C. the over-
lapping is not st exaggerated as often
reépresented.” i

Principal McKay resumed his ad-
dress at the evening session and said
that the people of the church have

not yet expressed their indifference to
the denominational idea of the church
as now existing. He appealed for fed-
eratipn not union.

Rev. Dr. Morton. of Trinidad, advo-
cated union as one who lookeéd at the
question from a foreign mission point
of view. The heathen cannot under-
stand the divigenes of -Protestantism,
and Dr. Morton thinks this union will
hea] divisenes in Canadian Protestant-
ism.

T. J. Jones, Charlottetown, followed
in a condensed and comprehensive
speech against the resolution. He

charged that co-operation and feder-

ation had never been tried and no one
could tell how much good it would do.

President Forrest was afraid he could
not speak his mind in fifteen minutes.
He attacked the anti-unionists in
characteristically vigorous fashion.
Then he reviewed the history of the
union movement. Incidentally he
averred that these men had turned on
‘themselves, had contradicted their own
expressed views. He ridiculed the opin-
ions of tha parties of the other part
and caused a roar of applause when
he said “Union is bound to come if the
laymen’s missionary movement did not
fizzle out.™ '

Rev. Dr. Robert Campbell continued
the debate. He gave three ' reasons
against union. (1)—Opposition in the
church to union.

2. We are adding to church organ-
izations by this union.

3. We are breaking off most valuable
alliances by this union. These he ela-
borated and these he sald are unchal-
lenged reasons for retaining our iden-
tity. .

QUARTER OF PRESQUE

- ISLE

IN ASHES NOW

PRESQUE ISLE, Me., June 7.—Fire
swept an area of fully one quarter of
the village tonight, burning 100 dwell-
ing houses, ten potato storehouses, the
Canadian Pacific Railway freight
atation, the Congregational church and
Masonic Hall, causing a loss estimated
conservatively at $300,000. The resid-
ences burred included some of the

‘best in the village, although the great-

er number Were of the. - poorer, sort.
Upwards of a thousand people are
homeless.

A high wind which prevailed all day
is responible largely for: the extent of
the disaster. It carried blazing em-
bers a distance of a quarter of a mile
in many cases and new fires started
in severa) places at:--once &fter the
first  was well under way. All the
burned buildings were of frame con-
struction, and although they were not
very close together, their dry shingled
roofs were easily ignited by the show-
ers of sparks. Steamers and volun-
teer fire companies from Houlton and
Fort Fairfleld assisted the local fire-
men with their hydrant 'service, but
even with this aid the blaze could not
be said to be fairly under control until
the wind had died down after all the
northeasterly part of the town had
been levelled and the flames had
reached the woods and farming coun-
try.

It was 430 o'clock when the fire
broke out in the kitchen of John
Brown’'s boarding house on North
Main street, and it was nearly mid-
night before the work of destruction
was finished. The burned section
covers an area of half a square mile,
including North Main street, Aleen
street, Third street, Blake street and
Bouth street to Main street.

BEYOND CONTROL.

From the boarding house the flames
eommunicated to the Congregational
church and from that time it was en-
tirely beyond control, the wind mak-
ing the hydrant streams practically
useless.

Among the flner residences destroy-
®d in the vicinity of the church were
those of the following: Former State
Senator E. E, Parker; Chas. Richard-
son, first selectman and representative
in the legislature; A, E. Maquire; M.
P. Cook; Baptist parsonage, occupled
by Rev. E, L. Gates; F, B. Thompson.

The High School building waas threat-
ened, but was saved from destruction
by one of the visiting steamers.

Amorg the storehouses burned was
one owned by A, M. Smith and con-
taining & large quantity of valuable
hardware, and a storehouse owned by
8. L, Black, in which there were many
tons of potatoes. Most of the other po-
tato storehouses were nearly empty.

¥From the south also came reports of
other fires in the woods sweeping in
ythe general direction of the village,
though still many miles distant.
Every house in the town which es-
faped the flames woas thrown open tu

the fire Sufferers and the churches and
school buildings were also a refuge for
many. Hundreds spent the night in
the open, guarding such effects as they
had been able to save. In many cases
it was possible to save very little from
the houes as sparks blown long dist-
ances set them afire and consumed then:
while their oclupants were absent
fighting the blage in another section.

SCARCITY OF SGHOOLS
1S ONE REASON GIVEN

Various Reasons Advanced by
Farmers for Wishing to
Sell Properties

It seems hardly possible that there
should be over 300 valuable farms for
sale In this province, but A, B. Wilmot,
secretary of immigration for the prov-
ince, has con file at his office applica-
tions from almost every county from
people wishing to dispose of their pro-
pertles,

Kings county heads the list of offers,
with 66 farms; Queers county, B58;
Carleton coutny, 65; York county, 48;
Sunbury county, 20; Westmorland
county, 17; Albert and Victoria, 9 each;
Charlotte and Kent, 8 each; St. John,
7; Northumberland county, 5; Resti-
gouche, Madawaska and Gloucester, 1
each. ’

In an interview with The Sun ves-
terday, Mr. Wilmot stated that many
reasons had been given for wishing to
dispose of farms.

Some were growlng old and had no
immediate heirs. Others declared thele
children had left their farms for the
citles and western Canada. Another
reason was that in some districts many
of the older residents had sold their
farms or moved away, leaving their
meighbors an extra burden in taxes,
This seems to be the most discourag-
ing feature as the withdrawal of per-
sonal property bhas made the school tax
and other expenses much heavier for
the remaining ratepayers and in sev-
eral districts it has been necessary to
close the schools. This most unfor-
tunate circumstance would discourage
the heads of familles, who are anxious

‘to give their children educational ad-

vantages which they had not received
and will explain to a more or less ex-
tent the reascn for the apparent exo-
dus from tarming centres.
