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A Bl WAR OF RATES

The Large Railways Are Engaged
in a Fierce Struggle.

ARE CUTTING BOTH WAYS

C. P. R. Made a Reduction of 50 per
cent. and the American Roads Fol-
lowed Buit and Rates May Be Low-
er before the Trouble 1Is Over.

The Canadian Pacific last week made
a-cutin ite west bound passenger rates
that averaged about 50 per cent. This
was because it was claimed that the
American roads were cutting the rates
on Klondike business, which at the
present time is of large proportions. The
C.P.R. claims that it was sticking to the

rates, and as a consegquence it was losing

nearly .all the Klondike trade that
amounted to a great deal at the present
time. This wasso much the case that
at the recent meeting of passenger
agents, the C.P.R. refused to participate,
and the cut that was made in its
rates was to make the American roads
realize that it was still in the passenger
carrying business. The Great Northern
and the Northern Pacific, and some of
the other roads, immediately met the
cut and also cut the east bound as well

as the west bound rates. At one of the
railway offices yesterday it:-was said that
the fare from Rossland to Montreal had
been cut se that rirst class tickets were
$48 and second class
would be corresponding cuts from points
like Seattle, Spokane and other places
that were affected by C.P.R. compe-
tition.

The cuts made by the C. P. aresweep-
ing. The rates from all New Egagland
points to Minneapolis and St. Panl are
slashed. All New England points and
points in the state of New York have a
blanket or flat rate applied to them 80
far as they relate to North Pacific coast
points. The old rates from the Atlantic
seaboard to the North Pacific coast were
$79.35 first class and $67.40 second class.
The Canadian Pacific has cut these rates
from all points in New England, $40

_ first class and $30 second class.

“The Canadian Pacific railway, the
Northern Pacific, the Great Northern
and several other of the railroads are
in this contest,” said a well known rail-
way man yesterday, ssand as the C. P.
R.is deeply stirred up over the matter
.it is certain that the fight will be a lively
one, and is, in fact, one of the biggest
that has vet occurred in this country.
I feel certain that béfore it is over the
public will be able to travel very cheap,
and that the end of the slashing of rates
has not yet been reached 1f these big
roads, that have plenty of capital behind
them, become deeply interested in the
fight people will be able to travel across
the continent for a very: small sum.
Wheén railways get into these fights they
do not unusually stop until agreat deal of
money has been lost. In the present
case I think,however, that the C. P. R.
has been imposedon and therefore its
course was the only one that it could
consistently pursue.”

An Aggressive Fight.
Cricaco, Feb., 21.—Western roads
have assumed the aggressive in the war
with the Canadian Pacific. They have
thrown that road out of the western im-
migrant clearing house. The effect of this
action will be that the Canadian Pacific

will be shut out from any participation
in immigrant traffic arriving at
New  York or ' Boston. Act-
ing in barmony with this action
of the roads, the trans-Atlantic steam-
ghip lines, which are parties to the im-
migration agreement with the western
roads, have cabled to their agents not
to sell tickets or prepare calling orders
for tickets over the 8 .P.R. These in-
structions apply to all immigration bus-
iness. The Southern Pacific road is also a
party to this boycott. The western roads
also make application at Washington to
the interstate commerce commission for
suspension of the long and short haul
clause of the interstate commerce act 80
far as trans continental passenger rates
are concerned.

IT COUTS NO FIGURE.

C.P.R. Does Not Mind Being Expelled
From Immigrant Clearing House.

MoNTREAL, Que., Feb, 23.—In regard
to the report that the C. P. R. would be
expelled from the immigrant clearing
house, New York, Mr. Nicholl, passen-

ger traffic manager, 8ays: “This action
simply places me where I was before I
became a member of the immi%ratlon
bureau, with which I never really had
the least desire to connect myself, but
which I was prevailed on to join. Our
object never was to build up the port of
New York. We have been laboring and
gspending money o bwild up the St,
Lawrence river route. This so-called
expulsion do not affect us in any mater-
ial degree. We will simply do an immi-
gration business independently now;
that’s all. Instead of having business
apportioned we shall do our own busi-
ness, as we did before we had any such
connections. There is nothing in this.”

Good Luck to the C. P. R.
ToroNTo, Ont., Feb. 23. — Today’s
Evening Telegram says editorially:
¢ Good luck to the C. P. R. Canada’s

sympathy is entirely with the C. P. R.
in the fight that it is making to secure
the lion’s share of the traffic of the
Yukon. It is notin the interests of either
Oanada or the C. P. R. that a dollar
goes to the American lines if the!C.P. R.
can divert it to its own coffers. The
Grand Trunk has business interests
which encourage it to send traffic to the
Yukon via the American routes. These
interests are-entirely Oﬂmsed to Can-
ada’s interests. It would be unreason-
able to stop the Grand Trunk to be pa-
triotic and lose money by allowing
Yassengers to travel over the C. P. R.

Wish to Meet the C. P. B. Cuts.

W asHINGTON, D. C., Feb. 25.—Appli-
cation was made to the interstate com-
merce committee today on behalf of a
Jarge number of railroads, asking for a
guspension of the fourth section of the
interstate commerce act, known as the
long and short haul clause on the Pacific

coast passenger business. - This action is
taken with a view to meeting the cuts
made by the Oanadian Pacific on Alaskan
and Pacific coast business. The roads
which joined in the petition include
practically all of the transcontinental
roads. They said that the Canadian
Pacific had reduced rates about one-half,
and as it was not subject to the inter-
state act the only relief to the American
lines must come through a'suspension of
that section of the act which pro-
hibits the American roads from making
a less charge for a long haul than for a
short haul. .
