Ottawa, Jan. 31.—In the  scoate
today Semator Perley asked . why
the government had commuted the
sentence of the Saskatchewan man,
Magyar, to life imprisonment.

Hon. R, W. Scott replied that the
facts which influenced the minister of
justice to recommend -clemency were
never made public.

Senator Perley said that the an-
swer was not a satisfactory one./The
murder had been done with little
motive. The man had been condemn-~
ed and the courts had confirmed the

sentence. In the meighborhood . there |

was a good deal of indignation ov-
er the action of the government. The
opimion was that the government
had taken the action for ‘the pur-
pose of getling votes. Senator Per-
jey was interrupted by cries of
‘'shame.”’

Sir Richard Cartwright stated the
démonstration showed the imexpedi-
ency of discussing the - exercise of
the power of clemency. ‘He said no
capital case had ever ¢ome before the
privy council, which was mot criti-
cally and carefully considered. Tn no
case did the government make a re-
commendation without first comsult-
ing with the judges who had dealt
with the case.
