reat fury between the western boyndary of
anitoba and the city. The wind was so
high that the passengers were forbidden to
move from coach to coach, and the few who
attempted this say they were nearly blown
from the platform of the car. The wire for
twenty miles was blown down along with
the poles. The wire was cacried over im-
mense stretches of country, and could not
be found. At Reaburn, 25 miles west of
here, Mr. Frank E. Lundy, a lusty young
blacksmith, in going a few hundred yards
from the station to a hotel, lost his way
and was frozen to death.

He came from the village of Lundy-
ville, near Lake Manitoba. A despatch
from Port Arthur says the storm struck
there and cleared out theice from Thunder
Bay, opening navigation.

These must all be paid for out of thé selling
price, not to mention bad accounts and cost
of collection. An article which costs $2,
and is sold for $2.50 does not represent 50
cente in profit by any means. It represents
only 15 or 20 cents after the expenses of
oellinq are all paid, and, in case of failure,
the i is that it rep no profit
at all and has not done so for many months
prior to the collapse.
