The Fishery Dispute. |
The action of the American govern.
ment with the Canadian
fishieries has indeed been strange. With
every evidenee to prove that they are in
error, they still endeavor to show that

respect to

their actions are justifiable, and that |
Canada is clearly in the wrong in prohib

jting American fishermen from fishing |
in Canadian waters, To show how er-

roneous are their claims let us give brief-
ly some facts regarding the question in%
dispute,

In the years 1818, 1854 and 1871 the |
United States secured for a limited time
certain 1ights as conventional concessions, ‘
and they received them as such,  As the |
rights secured in these years expired, |
others were secured, until the year 1885, |
when ali concessions, excepting those |
seeured in the year 1818, expired. The
Canadian Government were anxious lnf
renew the treaty, and they went so far ax
to allow American vessels free inter- ’
course to our fisheries for six months, in |
order that the Americans might have |
time to eonsider the benefits of reciproenl |
intercourse and so that the fishing season
of 1885 might not be interfered with, |
Notwithstanding this generous concess |
ion, the Americans positively refused 1o
occede to the wish of the Cunadian
government, to re-establish the recipro-
cal trade given by a former treaty ; but
they immediately put a duty upon the
products of our fisheries, which was in
tended to be prohibitory in effeet. Then
Just assoon s our government began a
mild enforcement of the treaty of 1818,
the Americans began to bluster and talk
ubout war, no doubt thinking they conld
frighten us into giving them whatever

concessions they demanded, But five
million Cavadians with right on luuill
side could not be coerced in this way by }
Unele 8am. Our government was well
aware, that, while the average quantity
of fish annually visitihg our waters in-
crenses, those of the States steadily di-
minishes ; and therefore they were bound
to protect our fisheries not only on ne-
count of their present value, but for
their prospective value in the future,
And so cruisers were fitted out both to
protect our fisheries and t> restrict the
smuggling carried ot on our const.

The Americans did not suspect that
we were rincere in protecting our
rights seoured by the treaty of 1818,
They thonght that some slight trouble
would arise at the first, but hoped that
the Maedonald government would at last
allow them full rights in our fisheries ;
and consequently they refused to con-
sider all terms reganling a renewal of the
treaty, They even would not submit it
to arbitration, n mode of decision which
hns always been so beneficial to the
Americans,  Canada proposed to submnit
this to arbitration and te appoint two
members from the United States, one
each from Canada and Newfoundland,
and the last to be appointed by the Em-
porer of Germany. The Americans
refused to listen to this, and the Senate
called for a retaliation Lill, eonsidering
their national honor deeply woundcd by
the actions of the Dominivn govern.
ment, Can it be that the honor of the
Amerfcans is wounded when this brag

sive suionut of tblex of cxpenditure,

and bluster fails W biing us at thelr

feet 7 I their honor insulted when'we
mildly enforee a treaty which*always had
been considered fair ; or when they fail
to, get something upon which they have
not the slightest claim 7 1If injustice is
American honor we should feel thankful
bave our commercial intercourse
lessened.

Let us see what would result if the
retaliation bill was carried out. No
doubt it would result in a slight loss to
Canada for a short time ; but in the end
the results would be favorable. We are
the persons that hold complete possess-
ion of the fisheries 6f Canada, and if we
re shut out of the American market
we would be sureto have the whole busi-
ness of pickling and curing fish trans-
ferred to our own provinces, And it
would be just as profitable for those
living on the coast to sell their ice and
bait to an increased number of Canadian
vessels as to those from the United
States, So we hold this argument, that
if the States refuse to grant reciprocity
in fish or general trade, we will keep our
fisheries to ourselves, We can build
more boats, greatly increase the number
of fishermen and endeavor to develop
great industries in curing fish at home
and increase our trade with the West
Indies and other places,

Concerning the preserved fish that
Canada annually exports, we only have
Asent one-quarter to the United States, a
great part of the fi.h sent there being
fresh and therefore duty free, So if
they prohibited our fish from entering
their market by high import duties, we
can seek a trade elsewhere, whereas they
will have to pay a much higher price for
their fish and be the greater losers in the
end. We bave made a stand against
American entroachment of our fisheries
and we will continue to maintain our
rights,. While we always wished to be
on friendly terms with our neighboring
republic, we do not wish to sacrifice our
interest for those terms, and if they re-
fuse to comply with the Dominion
Rovernment’s best efforts to secure reci-
procity, we will still absolutely maintain
the policy of Protectiun, RoBEnTO.

Poultry Kecping.

1V.—THE FEED,

Food is essential to the existence of
all animals, hence is the most important
item in the care of all kinds of live
stock. But is bare existence the aim in
keeping stock? To judge by the way
many people keep them, one would think
this was the case, Keeping stock at a
standstill is a dead loss of all the feed
consumed to maintain the animal lite,
With poultry we feed for either growth,
fat or epgs, and unless one of these ro-
sults follow our feed is lost. Sowe sub-
stances are better adapted for one pur- |
posesathers for another, In an article
like this there is not space enough to
enter into the scientific details of . the
guestion,sbut I will consider briefly the
different kinds of feed, for the different
ol jeets, and the method of feeding,

Firat, then, will come the chick, or
feeding for growth, Hard boiled eggy
are the best food for the first fow days ;
bread soaked in milk is also good, and
1 a few days give coarse oatmeal slight-
ly moistened ; boiled vegetables mixed
with menl is #lso relished at all ages,
Cracked corn and wheat should be fed
assoon as they can eat them. Wheat is
the best grain there is for either growing
chicks or for eggs, and poultrymen
would be better off if they fed more of it,
Do not feed too much corn-menl it tend
rather to lay on fat than to develop the
growth of the chick—atill fed sparing-
ly it does very well. Let the chicks have
free access to young and tender grass and
always keep before them plenty of fresh
water or better still milk if you have it.

The best way to fat fowls is to take
them a fortuight before you want to kil
them aud shut them up in confined
quarters feeding principally on corn-meal
with a few potatoes mixed with it and
whole grain for variety at night. Feed
ax often and as much as they will take,
but be careful not to gicken them of the
feed,

"I'he production of eggs is, perhaps, by
far the most important branch in poultry
kecping ; and feeding for this purpose
requires a much greater variety than
vither of the others.  Especially is this
80 in winter, when fowls are dependent
upon their keepers for all their supplies.
The reasoy of this, as may be readily im-
ngined, is beeause an egg is composed of
many different substances, and unless
these are supplivd tbe functions of the
hen’s organism cannot perform their
parts, and as o consequence there are no
egge. Notice what a hen eats in the
summer when enjoying her freedom,
here aspear of tender grass, there a picce
of gravel, now an insect or worm, then

some little seels; and so on all the day,

first one thing and then another. 8o in
confinement we should stvive to vary the
feed ns much as possible, Nature ix the
best teacher, and with all domesticated
stock her laws and requivements must be
obeyed to reap the best results,

In the morning as soon as the fowls
can see to eat give a warm feed of hoiled
potatoes mixed with sealded cornmeal,
frequently seasoned with eayenne pepper.
The vegetables if varied once in a while
will be relished all the more, but make

feeding to keep the fowls busy all the
time as it makes them warm, creates a
freer eirculation of the blood and asa
consequencée fs fullowed by a greater pro-
duction of eggs, At noon give waste
seraps from the table and grain, and at
night give grain alsc ramembering always
to bury the griin in the bedding un the
floor—for cxe‘ciae. As to the kinds of
grain, the more varieties the better ;
wheat is the best single grain, corn is
good but should not be fed too layishly,
especially to the Asiatics ; buck-wheat,
barley and vate'should cofnplete the list.
At noon it would be well to give crack-
ed grain, but always the whole grain at
night. : "

Beside (he above, animal food, green
food, shell material, as well as & constant
supply of fresh Water must be provided.
Meat has been ealled the “sovereign pro-
ducer,” yet too much should not be giv-
en, a piece about'the size of a walnut two
or three times a week per hen is suffic.
ient, Cabbages, firm cloyer hay, apples,
turnips, or something of the nature of
green food should be fed daily ; and a
supply of crushed bones or ground
oyster-shells be kept before them all the
time.
