On
that day, Mr. Mott asserts, Mrs. Martin
was seen by two persons on an East Or-
ange street. A veil which he says Mrs.
Martin dropped in her haste, and wh:ch'
the prosecutor states he has in his pos-
session was expected to figure as an
exhibit before the grand jury.

The alleged discovery that a quarrel
occurred between the sisters, and that
Mrs. Martin left hurriedly the East Or-
ange house of death, is another point the
prosecutor is said to intend calling to
the grand jury’s attention.

Just what evidence is in the hands of
the New Jersey authorities to warrant
their asking that Mrs. Mary Snead be
formally eharged with complicity in the
crime, Prosecutor Mott declined to state
in advance of the presemntation of the
case to the grand jury.
